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1 Introduction

“As UNESCO reports that 87% of the world’s student population is affected by COVID-19 school
closures. (UNESCO 2020) UNESCO is launching distance learning practices and reaching students
who are most at risk. According to the UNESCO, over 1.5 billion students in 195 countries are
affected by COVID-19 pandemic school closures” (Tadesse 2020)

This research is focused on the effects of the Covid-19 Pandemic for woodwind players. Personally, |
had many problems during last academic year and this academic year. First of all, to be able to play our
instruments we need some physical, real place like a practicing studio or a concert hall. When the
academies where closed all of my colleagues and | struggled with this issue. For many other fields
computer-based education and practicing may be enough at least for the minimum expectations, but to
be able to make music home, office concept is not efficient. In addition to the lack of practicing
premises, another issue is playing and practicing alone. For the professional-musicians one of the most
important areas is to play together because it is essential for enhancing certain qualities of music
making as intonation, balance between the instruments etc. Playing professionally requires collective
ensemble work and during Covid-19 restrictions wind instrument players lost their chance to play
together. From a pedagogical standpoint, the usefulness of online lessons is a complicated issue. Is it
sufficient to have online lessons for a master’s degree student? Is it possible to maintain the
equivalence between all students in socio-economic parameter? In practice some of the students may
have large houses where they can play freely and continue making music also they can afford
expensive software's and equipment’s to be able to have much better online lessons but many of the
students could not play their instruments because of their current situation. The chances for
professional development of a student who shares a place with four other neighbors is significantly

reduced if you compare to someone who lives alone and has an individual room to practice. Briefly,
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during spring term 2020 Covid-19 limited students’ lives and many of the students lost their chances to

use the institutional facilities.

In autumn 2020, academies reopened with new regulations especially for wind instrument players
regarding shared instruments, facilities usage, limited rooms, floor covers etc. Until that point | was
focused on the facts which concerns academic sides of the pandemic but started then consider the
economic difficulties resulting from the pandemic. Since March 2020, many of the concerts have been
cancelled or delayed. Many orchestras cancelled their programs or changed their concert programs to
smaller projects which means that freelance musicians lost their income. To summarize, the pandemic
changed ways of instrumental music teaching dramatically and affected badly the majority of the players
and teachers. In addition to the everyday practice, it affects music students’ and musicians’ economic and
the psychological situations more broadly. After all, the pandemic changed our lives entirely but how? In
2019 (before Covid-19), Steven Taylor published a book called “Psychology of Pandemics”. In this
work, Taylor explains and analyses pandemics and the socio-psychological effects of them. He wrote
more about Spanish Flu (the pandemic pertaining Covid -19) as follows:

“Despite the passage of decades, 96-year-old James S. vividly recalled the 1918 Spanish flu
pandemic. He was 8 years old at the time. The city had ground to a halt Schools and theaters
were closed, and dances and other social gatherings were banned. James was not even
allowed to go to the local playground because his father feared he would fall ill. Church
services were banned, despite protests from the clergy. James recalled the pine caskets in the
front room of the family home, containing the bodies of his mother and younger sister. It all
happened so quickly; people could fall sick in the morning and be dead by evening. People
were afraid to leave their homes, he recalled ,although it was necessary for the government
to impose fines if an infected person was out in public ,because some sick people refused to
stay indoors.”(Taylor,2019, p.22).

When I read these lines, I noticed that hundred years before the situation was kind of the same as now
despite the benefits of the modern era societies cannot survive from a single virus. Pandemics create
chaotic and uncertain atmospheres which affect general behaviors in societies. “Pandemics are
frequently marked by uncertainty, confusion and a sense of urgency” (World Health Organization,

2005). Another important point is that our daily routines are being changed people have to adapt
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themselves and find new routines. According to Gonzalez (2006), daily routines are effective to prevent
mental diseases. However, during a pandemic creating and maintain routines may be highly

challenging: (waking up early, balance of being at work and being at home etc.) even the language
change, and people are required to use new kinds of unfamiliar vocabularies, like hand sanitizer,
quarantine, ventilator etc. These new terms change our lives and daily routines. Personally, 1 had to
change all of my habits as a woodwind instrument player and my daily working style changed
significantly overall. It has been three mounts since the academic started but still I have some trouble
about adapting to the new rules.

The purpose of this study is to examine the consequences of the pandemic on wind instrument players
and analyze what are the most challenging psychological and pedagogical aspects in terms of
instrument pedagogy. Analyzing the disadvantages of the pandemic might help us to be prepared for
another global crisis. Covid-19 has significant role on today's’ education system and mental health

condition of people. Therefore, it is essential to understand the problematic and the consequences of the
crisis.



2 Pandemic as a Social Crisis

The psychological effect of the pandemic can be equally dangerous as the virus and authorities should
help societies mentally and financially by being clear with the rules and being honest with the situation.
A major difference to life Covid-19 is social distancing that is extremely important to stop the
pandemic but it can have some negative consequences for people’s mental health and psychological
environment of communities and societies (Taylor,2019, p.21). According to Taylor, depression and
anxiety cases increases during isolated times and the fear of losing family, friends makes people more
and more concerned (Taylor, 2019,p. 24-25). Isolation and social distancing make people less social
and repetitive negative thoughts occupy their minds. Because of the uncertain and chaotic periods,
conspiracy theories spread too, and panic of the society doubles itself with wrong information sources.
When HIV/AIDS virus spread, some conspiracy theories were saying that it is a biological attack from
the authorities to kill minorities (Taylor, 2019, p. 63). This year some people mentioned that Covid-19
is a bioengineered weapon too. From this example | understand that societies have some common
attitudes towards uncertainty and each pandemic shows us that societies more or less have the same
kind of panicked behaviors. Social media has a huge importance in today's world and people can share
everything they want without any filters. This situation can cause non-official and valid studies about
vaccines or false information about daily cases of Covid-19 that can be shared and spreads without any
control. Panicking may accelerate if people believe fake news like this. According to Taylor, health
organizations and governments should use all the possible platforms to share official, trustworthy facts
with the society otherwise chaos will take control and rumors will affect the societies badly (Taylor,
2019, p. 84). Each pandemic has a negative effect to global economy and this causes stress throughout
societies. Since March 2020 many people lost their jobs and this situation brings new problems.
According to Bagli (2020, p.85), pandemic increased the percentage of -un-employment causing
depression among young population. During the pandemic music industry among other fields had
affected badly and many orchestras cancelled their seasons and many musicians lost their income.

Personally, | was affected too and could see the harmful effects of this from my social networks. In



Turkey more than 100 musicians committed suicide during last spring show how dangerous can be the
economic and psychological consequences. In addition to musicians fully integrated in working life

these uncertain, chaotic times can be highly stressful for the students. Thus, | have chosen this topic to
learn more about the global crises and the effects of them to musician and their work.



3 Conceptual Framework

Chapter 3 includes different texts which concern the consequences of the pandemic globally in the
aspect of education and psychology. The aim of this chapter is to examine the problematic and analyze

the situation according to academic researches. Literature Review

“The rapid, unexpected and ‘forced’ transition from face-to-face to remote teaching has entailed a
number of challenges and constraints but also opportunities that need to be examined.” (Carrillo,
p1,2020)

3.1 Literature review on online teaching

Since the beginning of the pandemic, March 2020 all the working and studying habits of the society had
to change significantly. With the new technological developments people already had opportunity to
work online but somehow this way of working or studying was not popular compare to working in an
office or a classroom. When the term of social distancing started to be necessary, almost all the schools
and academies started to work online. “Moreover, online learning may not give sufficient or appropriate
opportunities to involve young children who need more interactions and hands-on activities to focus and
learn compared to adult learners.” (Kim, 2020, p.4) Online teaching is an undeniable fact and even before
the pandemic, it was a part of 21st century's education system. On the one hand it removes the borders
and makes all the resources more accessible. On the other hand, it emerges new pedagogic and logistic
issues. According to Thomas, pandemic mostly harmed the developing countries because of their
insufficient technical and logistic conditions of the education and lack of coordination. Another issue
rising problem which had been triggered because of the pandemic is the economic conditions of these
countries. Finance of the education is getting lower and insufficient in many of developing countries
Even for the other countries which have not any significant problems had lots of problems because of the

consequences of the Pandemic and lost the possibilities as exchange programmes etc. (Thomas, 2020).
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According to my analyses from the literature, it seems that impact of the pandemic harmed education
quality more in developing countries because of economic and technologic insufficiency. Because of the
level of poverty, in these countries it is harder to obtain electronically devices like computers or tablets.
Another significant problem is the quality and accessibility of the internet sources. These terms are the
most important elements of online education. Following lines of Tadesse’s research shows us how some
countries struggle with these issues;

“The governments advised students to learn from radio and television lessons that can be accessed at
home. The radio and television lessons may work for some children and students in urban areas, but most
parents in rural areas have not accessed to radios and television lessons. For example, in Ethiopia, more
than 80% of the population lives in rural areas with limited or no access to electric power, so that it is
challenging for students in rural areas to learn from radio and television lessons (Tiruneh, 2020).
Tzifopoulos claims that during the pandemic times the quality, equality and the accessibility of the
education should be same for the urban areas and the rural areas. According to Tzifopoulos, because of
the pandemic, in most of the countries rural area students have some issues mostly because of logistic
and  technical reasons like not having the ideal electronic devices to get the materials online or not
having the  high speed internet to be able to have a high quality connection to the online lessons.
(Tzifopoulos, 2020)

Beside the technical issues of distance learning, also there are other consequences in the terms of
psychological and social aspects of the pandemic which are related to staying at home and losing
possibilities to attend to schools. Especially in developing countries, student’s daily lives have changed
because of economic and social impacts of the lockdown.

These situations harmed student’s mental health and self-esteem. Tiruneh states that in many countries
especially in the rural areas, after the pause of education, many of the students started to work instead of
studying. The idea that children should go to school started to change and families involve their children
to their work.(Tiruneh, 2020). Another important issue is related with the mental health conditions of the students
and Tadesse claims that because of the pandemic, people started to have more chaotic and uncomfortable mental
conditions and thoughts as feeling extra stress, fear, anxiety, fright of dying or a fear of their relatives dying.
Acordding to Tadesse these chatic and uncertain feelings may affect students academic progression and may affect
the way of learning and reacting. Another important point is the adaptation periods of the students to the new
online education system. The platform and the environment of learning changed significantly and for the students

and teachers that may take more time and might have some negative effects on the students. (Tadesse,2020, p.4)
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4 Interviews
In sub-chapter 4.1 | will introduce my interviews. After that 4.2, 4.3 and 4.4 will include the summaries

of three different interviews.

Structure of the Interviews

In this part of my study, | would like to share some of the important data that | obtained from the
interviews. | had three different interviews from two different country which are Turkey and Finland.
Interviews have been made with clarinet lecturers. The main purpose of doing these interviews is to
find out the consequences of online teaching and understand better the impacts of the pandemic for
both instrument teachers and student’s aspect. Also, | believe that it is going to be interesting to get
some ideas from two different countries. According to our agreement about this project, the names of
the participants will be anonymous because of that instead of using participants names, | will use letters
X,Yand Z.

Interview of X

As | mentioned above, first participant clarinet lecturer who accepted to make an interview is from
Turkey. Mainly we talked about the teaching since March 2019. " During my years as a teacher, | have
faced many problematic and chaotic situations but this one was totally different and we had to change
all of our habits as teachers and students. At the beginning, everything was unclear. When we got the
news from Italy and heard that they will close the music schools, | expected that it will happen in
Turkey too and after a short time it happened but we were not prepared for that and did not have any
idea about how can we continue to teach. | can easily say that it was extremely hard to be active and all
of my colleagues and students were paralyzed." (X/8) When we talked about the adaption to the new,

digital system, many other issues appeared.

"Normally in our curriculum we have our final exams and concerts from the end of May till the second
week of June. | was worried because | am one of the coordinators of the woodwinds department and

that is my duty to arrange all the exam dates of the students. We needed a plan but we could not
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estimate how long this lockdown will continue. As teachers and coordinators, we needed to change our

evaluation system and make new regulations for our students who were about to graduate.” (X/15)

After these sentences, | could observe some differences between Finland and Turkey. In Finland,
exams are not the main element of the music education but in Turkey each year instrument players
have to take three small exams and one final exam at the end of each semester that's why things were
more complicated to regulate. When | asked how they fixed these problems, X said that first they
thought that students can record their performances and they could get their grades with videos but
when they noticed that all the students have different conditions. (X/17)"Some of the students have
ideal atmosphere that they can concentrate and they have advanced devices like record machines. On
the other hand, some of the students do not have this kind of opportunities. One student had an
argument with his/her neighbor and had some problems with the police. Some of the students do not
have good equipment’s that they can prepare their videos with a standard quality. Because of these
problems it was impossible to create an equal atmosphere for all students and we postponed all the
exams." (X/20)

After our conservation about the system and more general things, | wanted to hear some personal ideas
and feelings about the situation The Pandemic affected student's way of learning and participating to
their academic activities but also it has significantly affected teacher's way of teaching and
communicating with their students. That's why | would like to learn about teacher's inner motivation
and how they felt? Beside X's teaching position also X plays regularly in a symphony orchestra. " As a
teacher it was hard to adapt to the new online system. Before the Pandemic my only connection with
technological devices were about checking my email address and messages. Now | have to be able to
use multiple digital platforms and give some tips about how to use them effectively. At the same time,
it is really important to keep my own motivation as a performer. It can be really hard to motivate my
students while | feel not motivated. | received many pessimistic questions from my students like when
can we perform? Can we perform before 20237 etc. | always tried to motivate them and try to talk
positively but personally | have the same questions in my head and it is totally tiring."(X/29)

When X mentioned about the psychological mood of the students | wanted to learn more and asked that
how was the reaction of your students to online teaching? X told that "Well, almost all the students
complain about the new system and they were not willing to have online lessons at the beginning.
Almost whole of my students lost their motivation and it affected their practicing routines. Briefly I can

claim that it had a negative effect in my class. | can understand them because for more than half a year
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they cannot participate in any collective work as chamber music or orchestra. These kind of ensemble
projects have a huge role on their musical education also they feel isolated from their beloved social
atmosphere and feel lonely. It is really hard to motivate them because they do not have any upcoming
goal. Uncertainty makes them feel lost and | am afraid that this situation will continue at least until next
September.” (X/33) During the first half of the interview, we were talking about general concerns about
the pandemic and the systematic issues. In the second half, I would like to hear more about the details
like how was the online lessons comparing to face to face instrument lessons? Could they achieve their
goals? “Well, first of all, many of the exams, concerts or competitions cancelled because of that at the
beginning it was kind of hard to be able to have a goal. Some of my students and students of my
colleagues had entrance exams in abroad and they could not go there but instead of taking the entrance
exams in abroad, academies accepted to evaluate their performances with video recordings so we worked
hard on making good quality videos. Before the pandemic me and many of my students did not have any

idea about editing a video or recording ourselves with a proper device.

After the restrictions we had to adapt ourselves to the new system and we learned a lot about these
processes. | can say that one of the few advantages of the online education was that.” (X/47) “With
some of my students | could have a productive academic term thanks to their effort. Instead of playing
online via Zoom, | asked them to record themselves and send the recordings to me for some feedback. |
think this was a better way to work effectively because when we had a live online lesson, the quality of
the internet connection may disturb us and the quality of the sound has a really bad quality compared to
recorded video format. It was nice to listen to their recordings because firstly, they record and evaluate
themselves after that they decide to send me the video or retake it. Mostly they were really eager to

take many videos and choose the best version of their performances.

I believe that their own feedbacks were more beneficial than my comments. They could evaluate
themselves and work independently and | helped them with my experience. They were more autonomic
than before so this was a positive thing. With my older students we were working like that but I
struggled a lot with my younger students. First of all, it was hard to keep them eager and concentrated.
When there was a problem about the software, it was hard for them to fix it. Mostly when something
goes wrong, they invite their parents and it takes much more time to fix a small thing. Because of their
current level, I cannot ask some video recordings as | do with my older students because often we work

on basic technics and they need some interaction during the lessons that’s why it was harder to have
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online lessons with my younger students and | could easily notice the disadvantages of the online
teaching.” (X/60)

Interview of Y

This time the clarinet lecturer is from Finland. We started to about March 2019. How was the situation?
How Y and his/her students reacted to the first lockdown? According to Y, the most difficult period of
the pandemic was the beginning of it because authorities claimed that the lockdown will be two weeks
but after each week they prolonged the duration of lockdown and uncertainty caused pessimist and
worried feelings among students and teachers. (Y/4) “At the beginning I did not want to force my
students to attend to lessons because | was aware that something extraordinary is happening and what |
could do is learn to be affective for my students. | tried to do some class meetings via digital platforms
and try to keep the social atmosphere.” Y believes that on March 2020 the most important thing was to
help students and make them feel that they are not alone. Normally, Y could arrange group lessons,
class concerts etc. but because of the necessity of remote meeting and teaching Y could not operate
these kind of interactive musical activities (Y/9) “Music education is not only about playing some
written scores, it is a collective thing to perform or rehears. Because of the virus, we lost our chance to
play with others that was really sad.” (Y/7) When | asked what was hard to adapt Y explained that
especially for the advanced level students, they were working on some small details which makes the
delicate differences. Because of the online platforms they could not work on these kinds of details.

Most of the time the quality of the microphone, the quality of the headphone or speaker were not

enough to project what student really play. (Y/13) Another important point that Y mentioned is about
the motivation level of the students. “In normal times, lessons have a special process of preparing. As
teachers, we try to book nice, large rooms to make them feel like they are performing. During the
lockdown students forgot how to play in concert halls.” (Y/17) After talking about these kinds of
disadvantages, | wanted to ask for some advantages of the remote teaching. Y answered that for some
of the students this whole period may helped to be more autonomic but the lessons were not affective

as face to face, live lessons. “Especially when instrument players are working about sound quality,
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remote teaching is kind of a poor way of having the lessons.” (Y/23) After all | wanted to know how
they improved their way of teaching and learning since the academic year 2020-2021? Y claimed that it
the situation is much better since September 2020 because the authorities could learn more about the
virus and epidemiologists could helped them how academies can continue with safety rules. (Y/29)
“Now many of the students and teachers have some hope especially after the news about the
vaccination. Comparing to spring 2020, now we know more about the pandemic and we know how
should we act against it.” (Y/33)

Interview of Z
First of all, I would like to mention that the interview of Z was a bit different then X and Y because Z
mentioned some other advantages of online learning. Z stated that we should divide this analyze in two
different periods. First period was March 2020 and second one starts from September 2020 until today.
(Z/4) Z thinks like that because Z says that March 2020 was a totally new challenge for all the academic
staff and students. Nothing was clear and society had not enough information about the virus so it was
much more harder period comparing to September 2020. " On March 2020, institutions had no choice
so they had to close their facilities ,fear of unknown led us until September 2020 that's why | would like
to talk about these different period of time separately.” (Z/7) After that | wanted to learn more about
these differences between these different times. Basically what was different? Z stated that from March
to May 2020 the idea was more about to wait until the number of the cases will decrease and the health
authorities could find a solution to stop the pandemic. "Well it did not happened like that on March 2021
we still have increased number of cases and the vaccines could not distributed effectively. On September
when everyone noticed that the pandemic will continue at least one more year, schools had to find more
realistic solutions for the students because during March 2020 to June 2020 as a lecturer I notice that
many of the students had different types of problems which concern their practicing habits, meaning of
their job and studies, mental disorders etc."(Z/17) | wanted to learn more about the improvements since
September 2020. Z said that the most important thing was to be able to keep the academy open of course
with some of the restrictions but keeping the academy alive makes everything more easier for both
teachers and students and the other fact that Z mentioned was the one on one instrument lessons." One
on one instrument lessons are the most important study of all the students because they mostly work on
their dreams and goals during that lessons with a lecturer. When the lockdown pushes us to close the

facilities, we lose our chance to work with the students with all the details and expressions." (Z/23) At
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that point | wanted to ask about online teaching. Z stated that online teaching is a great possibility
comparing to do nothing but at the same time it is not functional and useful as the normal, physical
instrument lessons. (Z/25) "Briefly online teaching occurs many expected or unexpected issues. For
example anytime you may have a connection problem or one of the tools that you need like microphone
or camera might stop working. The room of the student has a special importance if we talk about
advanced level of teaching and playing because normally with the advanced students, we are working on
small and delicate details which are not possible to work on via Zoom or other digital platform. " (Z/27)
After that | wanted to ask about the advantages of online teaching to Z despite all other disadvantages is
there any advantages of online teaching? The answer was positive. " Of course it has several advantages.
Nowadays almost all of the master classes and summer academy turned to digital and thanks to that the
prices of these organizations dropped significantly." (Z/35) Z explained that online festivals are not
interesting as the normal festivals, contact ones but at least from all over the world musicians can make
more network and discover different countries and musicians.(Z/37) When | asked what is the most
positive thing about online teaching Z take the things a bit from a different perspective and underlined
something really interesting. "Another good news for students is that now because of the current
situation many of the entrance exams and competitions accept video materials so students do not need
to spend so much money to travel and accommodation. That would be an inspiring goal for the students

who struggles because of lack of motivation and students who feel that nothing has a meaning.
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Important Parts of the Interview of X

According to X, remote teaching and other kinds of digital teaching in clarinet lessons do not have
any kind of advantages. During the interview we spoke about the spring 2020 and academic year of
2020-2021. X claims that 2020-2021 is going better than March 2020 because everything is more
systematic and structured for both the students and teachers. The main problems of X about the
current situation are mostly about his/ her beginner level students and X believes that it is not possible
to develop their way of playing enough with remote teaching. According to X, another undeniable
negative effect of the remote teaching and the restricted pandemic times is the level of his/her

students motivation.

Important Parts of the Interview of Y

The result of the interview is not different than the interview of X. Mainly, Y believes that remote
teaching is not effective enough for professional clarinet students. Y has not any beginner level clarinet
students and he/she did not mention any disadvantages about early age groups. Mostly, Y talked about

the lack of quality (sound wise) in the online lessons and mentioned that lack of motivation.

Important Parts of the Interview of Z

In general Z mentioned almost the same disadvantages of pandemic but Z has some other thoughts about
the advantages of distant learning. According to Z, distant learning and digitalization may harmed to
the natural form of teaching and learning music. However Z states that having all the entrance exams
online or making a festival online makes everything a lot more cheaper especially for the students. The
quality of the communication and lessons may not have the same quality as usual, as the non digital,
normal(?) version but learning and having network from the worldwide professionals is easier than

before.
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5 Discussion

In this chapter, I would like to share my own experiences as a student and teacher. As a student, |
struggled a lot when | had to adapt myself to the new system. I could not motivate myself and could not
get any beneficial lessons because of the online lessons. | believe that I could not have it because
normally, during my lessons with my instrument teacher, we suppose to work on small details like
phrase endings, color of the pitch, intonation etc. but unfortunately during online lessons it was
extremely hard to transfer the sound with superior quality. Most of the superior academies like Sibelius
Academy have well equipped and designed rooms for acoustic which helps student to work on their
qualities as timbre or projection of the sound etc. While I was playing for my online lessons | was
living in a small room which was 13 meter-square and full of eco because of these problems I could not
have an environment that | could make a progress. Another issue is transferring the sound during the
online lessons. To be able to record any wind instrument with a superior quality, we need special
microphones but many of the students were using standard microphones which are designed to transfer
people’s speech not for transferring instant performance of an acoustic instrument. These things may
sound like small details but in superior academies, instrument players are working on these small but
important qualities. Beside logistic problems, another issue that I confronted was being unable to play
with the other musicians. Normally, making music is a collective activity and the definition of a good
musician includes listening and participating. Because of the new regulations almost all the musicians
lost their chance to play with their chamber music groups or in an orchestra. Normally in bachelor’s
degree or master's even degree students should practice their pieces with their class pianists only then
students can add a new piece to their repertory. Playing with another musician has a significant role on
their music education. Despite the fact that musicians were unable to play in the same place, many of
the pianists recorded the pieces of the repertory of each instrument and students could work on these
records. Personally, | have worked with these tapes during spring 2020 and | believe that it was helpful
but I would always prefer to play “physically” together with the other musicians. Briefly, as a student |
encountered lack of logistic and environmental conditions and motivation. The only advantage of the

online lessons for me is to be more autonomous.

“Moreover, online learning may not give sufficient or appropriate opportunities to involve
young children who need more interactions and hands-on activities to focus and learn compared to

adult learners.” (Kim, 2020, p.4)
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During spring 2020, beside my studies | was teaching and had one student for my pedagogy degree.
Opposite to my feelings against online teaching as a student, | was really enthusiastic about giving
online lessons because | saw it as a chance to improve my teaching skills and | wanted to see it as a
challenge for my pedagogical skills. During the lessons I could easily create stress less atmosphere and

I did not have any communication problem with my student. One of the problems that I noticed was

working on embouchure because as an instrument lecturer when we work with a student, sometimes we
need to interfere physically and try to help our students to find their correct embouchure. It can be really
hard to speak about the small differences and show them from our computers especially when we talk
about inner muscles that we cannot see. The last issue that made me think was not being able to play
together. Normally it is really helpful for my student to play a duet with me or do some improvisation
exercises. Sometimes it cannot be sufficient to explain something with our words and instead of
explaining things we need to play together for a while than we can fix certain issues like intonation,
dynamics, timbre etc. In conclusion, according to my personal experiences as a teacher, online
instrumental lessons are not sufficiently beneficial for both beginner level or advanced level of students.
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6 Conclusion

In conclusion part, | would like to underline the most crucial consequences of the pandemic
generally for all the students but mostly for music students who plays wind instruments because my
interviewers are mainly official instrument lecturer and during two years, | could observe all my

surroundings and kind of recorded all the positive and negative effects of this period.

Briefly, one of the most urgent problem which occurred during Corona 19 period is that societies both
modernized or traditional cultures noticed the effectiveness of the current education system. In modern
societies, increasing economic and social problems made higher education meaningless than ever
before. Especially for the sectors which have experienced restrictions. Students and independent
musicians lost significant reputation, economic power and mental energy. As it always happens,
sacrificed sectors were mainly about the fields of education and art. While the shopping malls were
open most of the countries limited or totally banned all the live performances or instrumental

workshops.

Another important aspect is about the unsatisfactory leadership of all the state authorities and
because of the general policies of most of the countries, education field is ruled by the state. During
the Corona times, the trust relation between the centered authorities and the citizen harmed
significantly. This may create even deeper problems sociologically. In my opinion all the missing
events, concerts or educational activities can happen from next season but the general attitude between
different social groups in a country may not recover that fast. All most all the nations have struggled
with the economic and of course the psychological consequences of the Pandemic and it seems that to
be able to observe the real damage to the society we should wait for the correct possibility to observe
"the new normal declaration” from the health authorities and states. Only than the damage of the entire

period would be evaluated and observed by the authorities.
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
