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ABSTRACT 

A career decision-making program! based on Jackson-Egner's (1978) 

career decision making model, was adapted to provide a counseling interven­

tion in facilitating students' career maturity development. 

The Career Maturity Inventory originated by Crites (1978) was also 

translated and adapted to be used as a supplementary source in facilitating 

the program. 

The program was administered to 46 ninth grade students in a ,private 

lycee. There were 24 male, 22 female students all around the age of fifteen 

years old. 

Students ' informal evaluations were derived through a questionnaire 

and oral reports. Feedback obtained from the questionnaire and oral reports 

indicated that the students generally found the Career Decision Making 

Program quite beneficial. They indicated that they were interested in and 

made use of the occupational information given. Exploring their interest 

areas as well as alternative solutions offered in case of a problem like 

failing at university enterance exams were found vel~y useful and encouraging. 

Impressionistic evidence accumulated in this project 

raised the question about the feasibility of Super's Developmental S2lf­

Concept Theory of Vocational Behavior for students in Turkey. Values, expac­

tations and opportunities this theory assumes are different from those that 

exist in Turkey.Limitations based on such theoretical assumptions and practi­

cal applications in career choice in Turkey, and recommendations to develop a 

more applicable 'Career Decision ~1aking Program for Turkish students than the 

one attempted here were discussed.

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INTRODUCTION 

One of the most important decisions that helps to shape an individual IS 

future is his career choice. A good choice will not only affect his future 

economically, but will also provide an identity as an individual, and increase 

his confidence,security and satisfaction. 

In our times career choice can be, and often is problematic because of 

(1) the number and variety of careers, and (2) the arising need for 

specialization that requires longer years of education and training than ever 

before. Therefore, career choice forms one of the most important decisions 

in youth's life ... Such a decision determines to a large extent the type of 

people one would like to associate with, the amount of leisure time available, 

the importance of money in onels life and interest and hobbies one pursues. 

True reasoning which leads to better career choice and planning could be 

a great help to a person in determining the kinds of occupations that will 

enable him to play his preferred roles in life. 

Frank Parsons (1909), in his book Choosing a Vacation, formulated the 

sequential steps for true reasoning. He states that, first, a clear 

understanding of one's self, aptitude, abilities, interests, resources, 

limitations and other qualities are required. Then knowledge of requirements 

and conditions of success, advantages and disadvantages, compensations and 

opportunities in different lines of work have to be a acquired and assimilated. 
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True reasoning results from an integratiou of the information gained about 

self and occupational requirements (Herr and Cramer, 1972; Kroll and Dinklage, 

1970). 

To increase students· competencies i~ career planning, career education 

is important. Such an educational prograr: .• based on a career development 

theory, not only provides the frame work for identifying the major emphasis 

on career exploration, planning and decision making but also gives way to a 

broader self development. In most of the developed countries, necessary 

career information is given as part of career development program to high 

school students. Such a program constitutes an important aspect of guidance 

services. It helps the students to get started in thinking about and planning 

for a career decision-making process (Schr~ller, 1976). 

Rationale and Purpose 

The importance of career educati on hcs been greatly overlooked in our 

educational system. The process of obtairing and identifying useful 

information for deciding and choosing amon; several or more possible career 

choices has never been operationalized for the students .. 

During the lycee years the students ~eed to be sensitized to data about 

th~mselves and about vocations in order tc make an appropriate career choice. 

It is especially important for our student3 to think serious1y about a choice 

of a field, in general at least, because 2~ter lycee-one they are required 

to choose between 1 i tera ture and sc i ence as an a rea of concentra ti on to fo 11 ow 
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in lycee two and three. A resulting choice in lycee one may naturally 

influence their career plans for the future. Before they make such a choice, 

care€r guidance is appropriate in at least two ways for the students in our 

educational system. First of all they must know or realize early in the year 

that a grade point average of seven and above is required before they can 

choose science as an area to pursue in lycee two and three. This information 

can provide them the motivation to work hard for better grades during lycee 

one so they can make the choice of their preferance. 

Later the students interested in attending a university are required 

to make a list of eighteen to twenty-four area choices, and rank them in order 

of preference. For them to make such a list of preference, they would need 

to be well informed about themselves, the professions (careers) and the 

requirements of these professions. 

The present project was designed to help lycee one students to be 

sensitized to their attitudes, interests and competencies that are effective 

in career choice. For this purpose a ca~er decision-making program was 

developed to help students to acquire occupational information and to learn 

as much about themselves as possible. Before the program started, The Career 

Maturity Inventory (Crites, 1978) was translated into Turkish and a preliminary 

adaptation was completed. 

The long-term intention of this project is to provide a working program 

for career development to be used by guidance-counselors and guidance 

teachers. It is also hoped that an introduction of the Turkish form of the 

Career Maturity Inventory will generate interest in further work on this 

instrument after which it can be used in the assessment of career decision 

making programs.

THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK ON CAREER DEVELPPMENT 

The Concept of Career Development 

In general, and in this project per se, the term "career" rather than 

"occupation" is used, because "a career is the sequence of occupations, jobs 

and positions occupied during the course of a person's working life" (Tolbert, 

1974, p. 28). Career actually extends beyond both ends of the working life 

to include prevocational and post-vocational positions such as those of 

. students preparing for work and of retired man, playing passive: role. 

The concept of "development" lmplies that "the individual is involved 

in a long term process of arriving at previous choices each affected by various 

persons, conditions, personal needs and attributes" (Tolbert, 1974, p. 28). 

Twenty-five years ago, the concept of "career development" \<Jas largely 

unknown, although it had been pointed out in Carter's conceptualization of 

the "formulation of career attitudes in adolescence" and in Super's (1942) use 

of life stages in the analysis of career exploration (Egner and Jackson, 1978). 
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Ginzberg, Ginsburg, Axelrod and Herma (1951). Dysinger (195C) and 

Super (1953) were among the first to observe that the choice of a~ occupation 

is a "process" not simply a one~time event. It extends from age ten to age 

twenty-one and progresses through personal needs and occupational realities" 

(Crites, 1978, p. 3; Tolbert, 1974). Career development, an aspect of 

general development, "is a life-long process of developing values of work, 

getting vocationally mature, having an identity, learning about op~ortunities 

and tryi ng out plans I: (Cri tes, 1978, p. 4). Envi ronmenta i and personal 

factors such as occupational aptitudes (such as mechanical and clerical), 

occupational interests (interests in specific occupations or in br~ad areas 

of work), personality (self-concept, values, needs and ways of relating to 

others), achievement (proficiency in school subjects, vocational skills or 

other areas), home and family (family occupation, socioeconomic le~el, race, 

national origin and subcultural characteristics), economic conditi~ns (employeml 

trends, the effects of technology and the job market) and handica~s (existence 

of social, physical and psychological handicaps) have been identified to 

influence career development (Tolbert, 1974 and Osipow, 1973). 

Career Development Theories 

Career development theories have grown out of an awareness c= the 

lifelong, evolving process of one1s career choice (~ansen. 1981). ~vidence 

accumulated indicates that this process includes a series cf decisions, 

developmental stages and developmental tasks in which an individuc; plays a 
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variety of roles (Super, 1957; 1981). The theories that describe career 

development or career choice have been classified in a number of ways (Herr 

and Cramer 1972, Crites 1978, Osipow 1973). These classification categories 

are "not mutually exclusive or independent but are combined to explain the 

patterns of human existence which result in differential career behaviors and 

choices" (Herr and Cramer 1973, p. 30). 

Osipow (1973) has classified career development theories in four ways. 

They are, trait-factor theories, sociological theory, self-concept theory and 

personality theory. 

The trait factor theories 

The trait factor theories represent the oldest theoretical approach which 

assumes that when a matching at an individual's abilities and interests with 

the career opportunities is accomplished, the problem of vocational choice 

is solved for that individual. The focus is on the personal "traits" and 

their relation to those traits required by the job. Parsons (1909), Hull (1928) 

and Kitson (1925) are among the trait-factor theorists. 

Out of the trait factor theories the whole field of vocational testing 

movement grew. The Interest Inventories such as the Strong Vocational Interest 

Blank (SVIB), the Kuder Preference Record (KPR); and the aptitude tests such as 

the Di fferenti a 1 Aptitude Test (OAT) and the Guil dford-Ziimlerman Aptitude 

Survey are examples of this testing movement. 
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[he Sociological Theory 

Basic to the sociological theory is the assumption that circumstances 

)eyond the control of the individual contribute to the career choice one 

nakes. Sociological factors such as one's social group and the social structure 

exert an influence on vocational development and choice. The principal task 

confronting youth is the development of techniques of coping with his 

environment. Caplow (1957), Hollingshead (1949), Miller and Form (1951) are 

among the sociological theorists (in Osipow 1973). 

The Self-Concept Theory 

This theoretical approach assumes that individuals develop more clearly 

defined self-concepts as they grow older. People develop images of the career 

which they compare with their self-image in trying to make career decisions. 

The adequacy of the eventual career decision is based on a similarity between 

an individual's self-concept and the vocational concept of the career he 

eventually chooses. This theory integrates the trait factor and the sociological 

models. It can be a developmental theory as well. The works of Buehler (1937), 

Super (1957), Somler (1953) and Ginzberg and his associates (1951) on one hand, 

and the works of Carl Rogers (1951) on the other, have bee~ influential in 

the formulation of the self-concept theory. 
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The Personality Theory 

This theory assumes that the psychological needs and particular 

personality factors are inherent in the process of vocational choice. Roe 

(1957), Holland (1959), and Happoch (1957) are the principal spokesman for 

this approach. The general hypothesis drawn from this theory is that workers 

select their jobs because they see potential for the satisfaction of their 

needs. A corollary hypothesis is that exposure to a job gradually modifies 

the personality characteristics of the workers (Osipow 1973, p. 11). For 

example, accountants eventually resemble each other, if they were not similar 

in personality to begin with. 

A detailed summary describing these theories are presented in Table I. 

They are reviewed in terms of how each explains the choice making, if their 

hypothesis are emprically tested, how generally they can be applied, the 

complexity of conceptions used, their availability to instrumentation and 

practical applications, and the important variables they introduce to the fie1d 

in explaining or describing a career event (Osipow 1973). 

None of these theories seen fully satisfactory in itself in 

explaining the issues raised in Table I. Several can be referred to obtaining 

a fuller understanding of career development and choice. For example, in 

the self-concept theory, part of the image of self-concept is based on tests 

'ihich reflect the trait-factor approach. l..lso Roe's personality theory of 

:areer choice includes many developmental factors. 

The strength of a career theory lies in its general explanation of how 

:areer decisions are made. As a conceptual model Super's theo)~y seems to be 
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the most highly developed one, among others. It is reflected in its high degree 

of em~irical support and its larger number or applications. This model was 

therefore taken as the basic framework of the present project and will be 

discussed in some detail in the following section. 

Super's Developmental Self-Concept Theory of Vocational Behavior 

Super's theory is based on Differential Psychology, Roger's Self-Concept 

theory and Buehler's Developmental approach. It focuses on four major elements: 

Vocational life stages, career patterns. vocational maturity and translating 

self-concept into a vocational self-concept. 

Vocational development is a continuous process not a one-time event. 

An individual develops vocationally as one aspect of his total development. 

The rate of development is closely related with his inherited psychological and 

physiological characteristics as well as the environmental conditions, 

including significant others (Super, 1973; Zytowski, 1970). 

During the process of vocational development specific vocational tasks 

have to be mastered in order to attain successive levels of vocational maturity. 

Aspiring from Buehler's life stages, Super proposed that individuals go through 

certain vocational developmental life stages starting from birth till age 65 

or over. I'n these life stages there are certain vocational development tasks 

that need to be accomplished by the individu2.1. The \\'ays of handling these 

developmental tasks detennine the career patterns. The adequacy in hand1ing 

thesetasks determine the level of vocational maturity. 

Super summed up the vocational developrr.€nt process in a series of 1 ife 
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stages (Tolbert 1973, p. 33). They are: 

The growth stage (birth to age 14). Self-concept develops through 

identification with figures in family and school. Needs and fantasy are 

dominant early in this stage. Interests and capacities become more important 

with increasing social participation and reality testing. Substages of the 

growth stage include the (a) Fantasy substage (ages 4-10) during which needs 

are dominant and role playing in fantasy is important, (b) Interest substage 

(ages 11-12) where lines are the major determinants of goals and activities, 

and (c) the capacity substage (ages 13-14) where abilities gain great importance 

and the job training requirements are considered. 

The Exploration substage (ages 15-24). Self-examination, role tryouts, 

occupational exploration in school and part-time work form the general 

characteristics of this stage. It consists of (a) The tentative substage 

(ages 15-17) which includes the consideration of the needs, interests, 

capacities, values and opportunities. Tentative choices are made and tried 

out in fantasy, discussion, courses, work and in other experiences; (b) the 

transition substage (ages 18-21) where reality factors are given more 

importance as the individual enters the world of work, training and education 

and attempts to implement a self-concept; and (c) the trial substage (ages 

22-24) where a seemingly appropriate choice is made. A beginning job is 

obtained and tried out. 

The Establishment stage (ages 24-64). Here an appropriate or a 

suitable work field is found. Efforts are made to earn a permanent place in 
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it. There may be some trial early in this period, accompanied by some 

shifting. Substages of the establishment stage are (a) the trial substage 

(ages 25-30) when the individual may go through one or two changes before 

finding a suitable occupation for himself; (b) the stabilization substage 

(ages 31-44) indicates that as the career patterns became clear, efforts are 

made to stabilize them and develop a secure place in the world of work; and 

(c) the maintanance substage (ages 45-64) where having established a place 

in the world of work, the individual tries to build around it and maintain it. 

The Decline Stage (ages 65 and over). As physical and or mental powers 

decline, work activity changes and eventually retirement is considered. 

The first five years of this stage is recognized as the deceleration substage 

(ages 65-70) where demands lessen or the work itself changes to match the 

declining capacities. Part time jobs may be found to repiace full time work 

(Tolbert 1974; Osipow 1983; Shertzer and Stone 1976). 

The career maturity would be greater if the individual's behaviors are 

in accordance with the behaviors of the successive developmental tasks at 

each life stage. That is, if the vocational behavior of an individual is 

closer to the idealistic vocational behavior at that age or stage, that 

individual can be considered as vocationally mature. For example a 

vocationally 14 year old adolescent should be concerned with assessing his 

interests and abilities to reach the goal of deciding on an educational plan, 

while a vocationally mature 45 year-old man should be concerned with the ways 

in which he can maintain his career status. 
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According to Super vocational maturity proceeds in five stages. This 

is parallel to vocational life stages. At the first stage (orientation to 

vocational choice) the individual shows some concern with the choice making. 

At the second stage (information and planning) the individual has tentative 

plans for attaining the preferred vocational goal. Then at the third stage 

(consistency of vocational preferences) the individual names only one 

occupation as the preferred occupation. At the fourth stage (crystallization 

of traits) the individual IS psychological characteristics begin to stabilize 

and differentiate him from his peers. Finally the individual is oriented 

toward making a choice, by use of information he gained in the previous stages. 

In this theory self-concept and vocational self have continuous 

interaction with each other. An individual chooses an occupation that would 

permit him to express himself in the best way possible. The process of 

vocational development is basically that of developing and implementing 

a self-concept. A career is perceived as an outlet of one's abilities~ 

interests, personality traits and values. In short, a career is an expression 

of one's self. 

Super's theory of vocational development has also been summarized in 

ten propositions stated by Shertzer and Stone (1976 p. 329). These propositions 

express that: 

1. People differ in abilities, interests, personalities. 
2. Because of the above, they are qualified for many 

occupation. 
3~ Each occupation requires a characteristic pattern with 

tolerances wide enough to allow some variety of 
individuals in each occupation. 

4. Vocational preferences change with time and experience, 
although self-concepts are generally fairly stable 
from late adolescence until late maturity. 

5. The process may be summed up in a series of life stages 
characterized as those of growth, exploration, 
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establishment, maintenance and decline, and these 
stages may in turn be subdivided in a fantasy 
tentative and realistic phases of the exploratory 
stage and trial and stable phases of the 
establishment stages. 

6. The nature of career pattern is determined by 
the individual's parental socioeconomic level, 
mental ability, personality and opportunities. 

7.Development is quided by the maturation of ability 
inj:gr~st~ real Hy "testing and the sel f-concept. 

B.The process of vocational development is essentially 
that of developing and implementing a se1f-concept: 
It is a compromise process in which the self-concept 
is a product of the interaction of inherited 
aptitudes, neural and endocrine make up, opportunity 
to play various roles and evaluations of the extent 
to which results of role playing meet with the 
approval of superiors and fellows. 

g.The process of compromise between individual and 
social factors, between self-concept and reality, 
is one of role playing \-,nether the role is played 
in fantasy, in the counseling interview or in real 
life activities. 

lO.Work satisfactions and iife satisfactions depend upon 
the extent to which the individual finds for his or 
her abilities. interests, personality trc1ts and values. 
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The Review of Literature 

Career Development 

Vocational psychologists have been interested in the career plans of 

adolescents since the early pioneering work of Frank Parsons (1909). A major 

focus of inquiry has been vocational realism. Much of the research findings 

on career planning indicates that adolescents are unrealistic about 

occupational ambitions (Thomas, 1976) and that they don1t have adequate 

information about the world of work. 

Flanagan1s Proj~tTalent Study (in Tolbert, 1974) dealing with student1s 

attitudes, abilities, career plans, school characteristics and guidance 

services was conducted on 400.000 pupils in 1353 high schools. Students from 

ninth through twelfth grades took a two-day battery of tests and completed 

several questionnaires. Among the findings that focus directly on decision 

making and career development were that (a) a great majority of pupils did not 

make an appropriate choice of career in high school, (b) in the ninth grade, 

plans were very unrealistic but there was some improvement by the 12th 

grade, and (c) about one half of the pupils made radical changes in occupational 

choice in the first year following graduation from high school. 

Vocational maturity 

The most compr'ehens i ve research concern; ng career maturi ty has been 

conducted by Super and his associates. The purpose has been to test the 

concept of career patterns and vocational maturity suggested by Super1s theory 

(Osipow. 1973). 
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In a 50-year follow-up study Super (in Osipow, 1973) selected a sample 

of 142 ninth grade boys in high school. Five areas related to vocational 

maturity identified for the study were (1) Orientation to vocational choice, 

(2) Information and planning about preferred occupation, (3) Consistency of 

vocational preferences, (4) Crystallization of traits, and (5) Wisdom of 

vocational preferences. 

The data were gathered by means of ratings during individual interviews 

with the students. The results showed that two major factors relevant to 

vocational maturity in ninth grade were (1) orientation to choice tasks, and 

(2) the use of resources. Such dimensions as the consistency of vocational 

preferences, the crystallization of interests and attitudes toward work and 

vocational independence, etc. did not seem to be related to vocational 

maturity in the ninth grade (Osipow 1973, Super and others 1957). 

In another study Super and Overstreet (in Osipow 1973; Super and others 

1957) looked for variables that might be associated with vocational maturity. 

They found that among ninth grade boys, vocational maturity is reJated to the 

degree to which they are intellectually able to respond to environmental 

stimulation, their aspiration to higher than lower socioeconomic levels, and 

their ability to achieve well in a variety of activities. 

Gribbons and Lohnes (1968, in Osipow, 1973) used interviews to study the 

progress of 110 eighth grade boys and girls in their readiness for vocational 

planning. Scales to measure readiness for vocational planning were prepared 

for scoring semi-structured interviews. Similar interviews were held in the 

eighth through twelfth grades and two years following graduation from high 

school. Results showed an increase in the level of readiness for vocational 

planning and maturity from eighth to tenth grades. 
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Montesana and Geist (1964, in Osipow 1973) chose to compare the 

occupational choice made by ninth and twelfth grade boys in terms of Super's 

position. They tested the hypothesis that vocational decisions occur in a 

developmental context and that the process of vocational development is 

predictable and orderly. Sixty, ninth and twelfth grade boys, equated with 

respect to reading skills and socio-economic variables, were required to 

respond to the Geist Picture Interest Inventory. They were asked to state 

the reasons for their responses. The findings supported the idea that the 

older boys' responses indicated more concern for vocational opportunities and 

information about careers than did the responses of the ninth grade boys. 

Egner and Jackson (1978) have developed a career decision making model 

and a program to provide counseling intervention and teaching materials to 

aid students in improving their career maturity and decision making skills. 

Academic and nonacademic student groups were included. For assessment, the 

Career Maturity Inventory and a Career Decision Making Questionnaire were use:. 

Results in general indicated that students in the program showed-significant 

increases in their career maturity scores. Career maturity was also found 

to be related to decisian making. The decision making scores of the non 

academic group increased more than the scores,of the academic group. 

Self-concept implementation through a career 

Blocker and Schultz (1961) studied the relationship between self 

descriptions, occupational stereotypes and vocational preferences. They 

predicted that a person's vocational self-description and ideal self-concept 

are similar to his stereotype of a member of occupations he is interes~d in 
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(in Osipow, 1973, p. 155). Blocker and Schultz administered a descriptive 

checklist surveying self, ideal-self and occupational stereotypes to 135 

- twelfth grade boys. The boys ranked 45 occupations represented on the Strong 

Vocational Interest Blank from most to least interest to them. The investigators 

observed that the resulting self, ideal-self and vocational self-concepts were 

congruent with each other as predicted. 

Other findings (Osipow, 1973) indicate that high self-esteem individuals 

are more likely to implement their self-concept through occupational choice 

than low-esteem individuals. The greater the congruence between self and most 

preferred occupational group, the greater the satisfaction. The person who 

sees himself as competent will seek to enter competence demanding situations 

and will be happy with such a choice. 

It is seen that most of the research findings based on Super's theory 

supports his model. The developmental aspects, the role of self-concept on 

career development, and the relationship between vocational maturity and 

environmental factors generally agree with the theory. 
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THE PROGRAM 

Introduction and description of the Program 

A career decision-making program was adopted by the investigator to 

provide the framework of a counseling intervention in sensitizing students to 

the importance of career awareness and skills in information gathering about 

different professions (careers) and about themselves. The goal of the program 

is to help students achieve career maturity. 

The career decision-making program presented here is based on Jackson­

Egner's (1978) Career Decision Making Model. The program was translated into 

Turkish and modified to fit the system and values in Turkey. The career 

decision making model emphasizes the importance of personal values and 

information about careers as well as the decision making behaviors. Students 

are trained to assess information, to think of what is possible in choice­

making and the consequences of possible choices. 

Translating the Jackson Egner's original model to a curriculum by which 

to teach career decision making skills required the development of curricular 

materials. Three packets of curricular materiels were developed and assembled 

for this purpose. These packets are the values packet, the occupational 

information packet, and decision-point packet. 

The values packet. The purpose of this packet is to teach the students 

to clarify their values as they relate to the!" preferred occupations.

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The occupational information packet. The purpose of this packet is to 

help students explore one or two of their preferred occupations by investigating 

educational requirements, job performarrce requirements and the rewards and 

satisfactions persons experience in their occupation. This is to be accomplished 

through the assistance of career education kits, books and interviews with 

persons working in occupations the students are interested in. 

The decision-point packet. As students acquire information about themselves 

dnd about occupations a linking and assessing process takes place at the 

decision point stage. The purpose of this packet is to teach students to look 

ahead, to weigh consequenses of possible actions and to examine what might be 

the positive and negative consequences of their actions. Answering questions 

;uch as 1100 my other characteristics meet the requirements of the occupation?" 

'Do I have the skills and abilities to meet the requirements of the occupation?" 

'Are the rewards in the occupation important to me?" help complete the linking 

)f personal and occupational information. 

If there is disagreement between personal and occupational information, 

;tudents can go back and explore other occupations, or they can look at themselves 

lnd their values once again. At the final decision point in the program students 

lsk themselves, IIWhere do I go from here?" "Should I investigate further?" 

"hese questions and others are encouraged to help them investigate and decide 

'hat to do. 

articipants 

The Career Decision-Making Program was applied to 46 ninth grade (Lyc~e 1) 
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"'students ina pri vate lycee. The group was homogenous in terms of hi gh 

parental socio-economic status. Out of 46 students 24 were male and 22 

female, all around the age of 15 years old. 

The chbice of a private lycee was a natural consequence of the investigator's 

experience in that setting for a course in field practice. Familiarity with 

the students and the teaching staff was expected to facilitate the implementation 

of the program. 

~ Ninth grade students are chosen because this would be the year when they 

experience in making a choice between literature and science courses as areas 

of concentration in the following two years in Lycee. Such a choice was 

considered a possible factor in affecting their future vocational plans such as 

going to a university or to a technical vocational school; not continuing with 

further education and starting to work etc. Even though the majority of the 

students seem to want to choose science because of its prestige and the orientation 

it provides to university entrance exams, important criteria in such a choice 

happens to be the grades obtained in science and as the grade point average of 

at Jeast seven obtained in lycee,one. It was speculated that if the students 

were made aware of the grade requi }~ements for the; r choi ce and are exposed to 

information about other vocations, as well as careers obtained through univer-

s i ty tra i ni ng, they mi ght not only feel more moti vated to study for better 

grades to get into science and the university, but they might also think seriously 

about career choice in general. Through this program, the lycee one students 

were hoped to be helped in getting started to think about themselves in relation 

to the world of work ahead of them. 
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Ins truments 

The Career Maturity Inventory. The f~E~~r _~aturityInventory whicb was 

developed by John Crites (1978), was somewhat adopted to Turkish by the 

investigator as supp1imentary material for the career decision making program.

his is also considered to be a measure of the construct validity of the scale. 

here is evidence fOI the context and criterion validity for the scale as well. 

The attitude scale consists of five dimensions. They are (1) decisiveness 

career decision making, (2; involvement in career decision making, 

3) independence in career decision making, (4) orientation to a career decision 

lking, (5) compromise in cat~€er decision making. Deciveness in career decision 

lking attempts to get at the extent to which an individual is definite about 

Iking a choice. The score obtained is considered a measure of onels decisiveness. 
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Involvement in career decision making reflects the extent to which the 

individual is actively participating in the process of making a choice. 

Independencp in career decision making reflects the extent to which the 

individual relies upon others in the choice of an occupation. Orientation to 

a career decision making measures the extent to which an individual is task 

or pleasure oriented in his/her attitudes towards work. Compromise in career 

decision making taps the extent to which an individual is willing to compromise 

between needs and reality. 

Items of the attitude scales are responded to as either true or false 

depending on whether the students agree (mostly agree), or disagree (mostly 

disagree) with the statement given in each item. 

The Competence Test is concerned with knowledge about occupatios and the 

decisions involved in choosing a career. The COl11tLetence~le_stitems were developed 

and tested on 2000 students. The reliability of the test was assessed through 

in~~rnatconsistency (r ...

There are data on the content, construct and criterion-

related validities indicating the test to be a valid measure of competencies

central to career maturity and career decision making. 

The Competence Test consists of five parts that measure career choice 

competencies. They are (1) knowing yourself, (2) knowing about jobs, (3) choosing 

a job, (4) looking ahead and (5) what should they do.; Knowing yourself (Self 

Appraisal) is based upon the assumption that individuals who can accurately 

appraise the career-relevant capabilities of others are good self appraisals

Knowing about jobs (Occupational Information) is based on the assumption that 

accuracy and the extent of job knowl edge shoul d differenti ate the more from 

the less vocationally mature. Choosing a Job (Goal Selection) attempts to 

operationally define the ability to correctly match people with jobs. Looking 

Ahead (Planning) deals with planning how the goal is to be achieved. What should 

They Do 'deals with the problems that arise in the process of decision making 

which the young person must learn to cope with. It is based on the assumption 

that the more career mature, the more able the adolescent is to solve these 

problems in a creative way. 

Responses to the items of the Competence Test are arranged in a multiple 

choice form. Each item presents a short description of an even. Following the 

description four statements are made about that event. The respondents are to 

read the description first, and then select the statement that tells what they 

think about that event. If they have no idea as to what the description is 

about, they indicate by marking "don't know". 

The Turkish transl ation and a prel iminary adaptation of Career MatUl~i ty Inventory. 

The items of the inventory was translated into Turkish by the investigator. 

It was checked by five people (judges) who knew English well. In checking for 

the adequacy of the translated form, the judges were given the following questions 

to respond to: 

- How adequately and accurately are the statement in Turkish made? 

- Are the Turkish items clear and gramatically correct? 

- Are the Turkish items conveying the original meaning? Do they make 

sense in Turkish? 
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Thus the items that didn't fit the Turkish culture either conceptually 

or practically were identified and modified. This was necessary becallse of 

differences in the curricular requirements of Turkish and American schools. 

For instance, items in the original form dealing with "vocational courses" were 

changed into "science and literature courses" in the Turkish form. Also the 

items dealing with the steps to attain a job or a career were not always the 

same in both cultures. For instance items in the original form dealing with 

passing state licensing tests for architects were changed to finishing the final 

production project in Turkish form. 

The resulting form of the inventory was then printed to be administered 

to a lycee prep-class and to university students at Bogazi~i University at the 

Faculty of Education. During this application the students were asked to 

criticize the inventory according to the following questions: 

- Do the items make sense to you? 

- Are the items clear and gramatically correct? 

The items criticized by these pilot groups were corrected as suggested 

by the students. This way the translated form achieved some degree of face 

validity and item clarity before it was put into use in the project. 

Questionnaire. A questionnaire was developed by the investigator to 

obtain feedback about the program after it was completed. The questionnaire 

items took into consideration the general objectives of the program and the 

objectives of the career decision making packets as well as the evaluative 

judgements and feelings of students on the program. 
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The questionnaire was arranged in two parts. The first part consisted 

of eight items and was designed as a likert type scale yielding five options 

ranging from IInonell (as one) to livery much ll (as five). The second part was 

directed the personal impressions of the students about the program. It 

included one likert type and two Open-ended questions. 

Procedure 

Duration of the program. The program was designed to be 18, fortyminute 

learning sessions for individual and group activities. The teaching was carried 

out by the investigator. 

that: 

Procedural requirements of the program. The procedural requirements were 

1. The program would be administered by the investigator. 

2. Each student who voluntered to pcrticipate was required to attend 

every session. Those missing any session were required to arrange 

for a make up. 

3. If it weren't possible to complete a weekly program in time, the 

exercise or discussion would continue the following week. 

4. At the beginning of each session, the investigator would summarize 

the ideas and activities of previous sessions. 

5. Before each exercise or discussion the investigator would give the 

name and the aim of the exercise and explain the way it should be 

conducted. 

6. It was essential for every student within a group to active1Yparticipate 

either orally or in writing. 
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7. No student would be forced to express her/his own feelings and/or 

opinions. S/he could keep them in written form in her/his own file. 

8. Each student would have her/his own folder to include the written 

materials, etc., that would be used during and at the end of the 

program. It would be their personal folder for future use and 

reference as well. 

Before the application of the decision making program, the students were 

explained the aims of and the main issues included in the program. They were 

told that they would be free to choose to join or not. As it turned out, the 

entire class voluntered to participate in the program. 

At the beginning, to obtain information about the student's personal 

interests ,the Turkish form of the Career Maturity Inventory was administered. 

The results of the inventory were not announced to the students due to 

lack of normative data on Turkish students. The information obtained through 

this inventory was scruntinized, however, in the form of content analysis, 

and some impressionistic data were attained. The means of 46 students were 

computed just to have a basis to compare each student with his/her peer group. 

These data were integrated into and formed an important part of the pt~ogram. 

Following the termination of the program an evaluative questionnaire 

was fi 11 ed out by the students. The purpose of the ques ti onna ire was to 

obtain feedback on their experiences in past eighteen sessions. 

Application of the program 

This program was developed to sensitize the students to and give them 

information on careers, career development and the career decision making process. 
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The general aims set by investigator were: 

- To make the ninth grade students aware of and sensitive to the process 

of career decision-making. 

- To provide the necessary information in order to help develop the 

career maturity and the decision making skills of these students. This information 

focused on (1) What kind of a person an individual is, (2) Abilities that an 

individual has, (3) Interests of an individual, (4) Rewards and satisfactions 

an individual expects from a career, (5) Different kinds and varieties of 

careers, (6) Factors that are important in deciding on a career, and (7) Planning 

and problem solving behaviors related to the career decision making process. 

Specific aims were also determined for each session and were consistent 

with the general aims of the program. 

Session 1 

Aims 

- To explain the students the purpose, the characteristics and the 

activities of the program. 

- To discuss the students' views on and answer their questions about 

the career decision-making process. 

- To ask for volunteers to participate in the progra~. 
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Activities 

After the investigator introduced herse1f to the students, the program 

was described to the students as follows: 

This program is designed to he;p you to become 
aware of a phenomenon called career decision 
and career maturation. We wi11 also try to 
teach you some skills in career decision-making. 
The program has three main parts. The first 
part provides you with information about 
yourselves, your abilities, interests, and rewards 
and satisfactions you expect fr'Om a careet. 
The second part provipes occup2tional information 
about vari ous careers. Thi s wa)' you wi 11 hopefully 
get to know many professions ard careers. 
Finally, the third part providES you an opportunity 
to match and discuss the info~ation gained from 
the previous two parts in whicr the matching of 
your personal characteristics with those of the 
career you want takes place. During the application of 
our program various exercises hill be carried out 
hese exercise will include thir]s like expressing 
yourselves through some nicturE card, answering to 
questions of an inventorv to o::cir. information 
about your interest areas, and conducting interviews 
with the careeF people of your J~eference, etc. 
You will also have a chance to :iscuss the 
information you gained from these exercises. 

After the activities and the expectatiors of the program were discussed, 

the students were encouraged to ask questions :hat would help them to understand 

the ptogram better. Then it was asked for a h~nd of volunteers to participate 

in the program. 
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Upon determining the group of participants each student was given a 

folder and it was explained that it would be useful for them to keep all the 

written materials produced in the program, their interest inventory profiles 

and others in their folder for use during the course of the program and 

perhaps later. 

Observations 

Generally the students seemed interested in and listened to the 

explanations very carefully. They were comfortable to get into discussions 

and ask questions the entire class expressed willingness to participate in 

the program. 

Session 2 

Aims 

- To explain the aims of the first part called the values packet. 

- To get the students to start investigating about themselves and about 

who they are by use of self-projective cards. 

Activities 

For the first exercise of the values packet, the students were explained 

that they would be getting to know themselves by the help of self-projective 

cards (Gordon, 1975; Appendix 1). 
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Each student picked up a piece of paper and a pencil. 24 self-projective 

ca~ds were hung on the board. The students were asked to choose 5 cards 

which they liked most and 5 cards they liked least, indicating the reasons why. 

They were also explained that the cards have no special meaning. Everyone 

had to give his/her own interpretation. 15 minutes were allowed for the 

students to choose the cards and to write their reasons down. 

After eve~one completed the given task, some examples from the student's 

answers were read. The ones who did not want to read her/his paper were told 

that it was allright not to, if one didn't wish so. 

Observations 

As an initial activity self-projective cards aroused interest. The students 

participated willingly. They seemed to have discovered new things about 

theirselves as they asked whether they could write on more than 5 cards. 

They had a few more points they wanted to express. 

Session 3 

Aims 

- To let the students hear about themselves from their friends in order 

to help them gain information as how they are perceived. 

- To validate the information they gained from self-projective cards by 

making the comparison of how each student perceives himself vs. how friends 

perceive them. 
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Activities 

Each student was asked to write down his/her best friend, by taking 

his/her name. The name of the exercise was Peter and Paul exercise where 

Peter writes about the characteristics of Paul and Paul writes about the 

characteristics of Peter, to be exchanged. This way, each individual had a 

chance to hear about him/he~elf from his/her best friend. Later students 

were encouraged to read their descriptions written by a friend, out-loud in 

class, if they wished to. 

The students were also asked to compare friend1s description of 

themselves with their own which were obtained through the self-projective cards. 

This way they could collect some objective information on who they are. 

Observations 

At first some of the students didn't want to read their self descriptiors 

out loud in class. But after the importance of not making fun of what is read 

was explained, they participated more and the activity interested them. 

The students listened very carefully when their own descriptions were 

read. They expressed freely the points they did not agree. Also they discussed 

certain parts of their descriptions with their friends either in general or 

individually. 
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Session 4 

Aims 

- To make the students aware of their abilities in general. 

To help them tell or guess about their abilities in verbal-persuasive, 

social, numerical, investigative, manual-physical, creative and managerial 

areas, and in working with others. 

Activities 

In order to help the students think about their abilities, two questions 

were written on the board, They were then asked to write down these questions 

on a piece of paper to think about and then to discuss them in written form. 

The questions were: 

- In which area do you think you can be successful at in life? 

- What is the best thing you have ever done in your life so-far? 

After the answers were written down a checklist of abilities (Figler, 1975; 

Appendix 2) were handed in to them. This list deals with abilities in eight 

areas such as verbal-persuasive, social, numerical, investigative, manual­

physical, creative and managerial areas. The students read through the list 

and marked the abilities they think they have. 

The information obtained from the students answers to the two questions 

and the checklist responses were collected. 
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Observations 

The students seemed to prefer the checklist kind of activities rather 

than formulating and expressing their ideas. The check list technique also 

gives them a chance to go through the kinds of abilities they couldn't think 

of independently, and provides them a wider scope to speculate about. 

Session 5 and 6 

Aims 

- To investi~ate about the students interest areas through the use of 

the Turkish translation of the Kuder Preference Record. 

Activities 

The Kuder Preference Record was administereJ to students. Because of 

the length of the inventory two sessions were devoted to filling out the 

answer sheets. 

Observations 

Students did not enjoy answering this inventory. They complained about 

its length. They reacted to some items as silly and obsolete. 
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Session 7 

Aims 

- To inform the students about their interests areas as reflected through 

the resul ts of the Kuder Preference Record. 

- To make them search for careers that would match with their interes: 

areas. 

Activities 

Individual Kuder Preference Record profiles for each student was prep2:ed 

by the investigator. These profiles indicate the students' occupational 

interest areas in general. Each profile was accompanied by a 1 ist of caree'"S 

(Ozoglu, 1977) appropriate for the interests areas shown on the students' 

profiles. This was done to give the student a chance to go through his interest 

areas and the match; ng careers, to see \'ihether or not slhe has i nteres tin ary 

of them. 

Observations 

Students expressed surprise and admitted that they weren't expecting SJch 

accurate estimations of their interests from an "old-fashioned" appearing 

inventory as the Kuder. They wanted to have the occupational information 
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immediately, but since there wasn't sufficient time for such an activity it 

was postponed until the next sessions. 

Session 8 

Aims 

- To let the students think about rerJards and satisfactions they except 

from a career. 

- To discuss and check their expectations an: satis:action from a 

given list (Figler, 1975; Appendix 3). 

- To make a summary of the Values Packet. 

Activities 

A check list of rewards and satisfactions was given to be discussed and 

checked so that the students have a chance to think about their expectation 

from work life. The students also discussed the realistic and the idealistic 

parts of their expectations. 

Within the remaining t~me of this session, a summary of the aims and 

the activities included in the Values Packet was presente~ to the students by 

the investigator. 
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Observations 

The investigator listened to the discussions that went on among the 

students. These discussions were directed by the students themselves. 

Participation was good, and the discussions were lively. 

Session 9 

Aims 

- To explain the intention of the Occupational Information Packet. 

- To show the different ways of collecting information about careers. 

- To make students think about the careers they were interested in and 

that they want to have information about. 

Activities 

The Occupational Infol~ation Packet was explained by the investigator 

throughly as to the purpose and nature of it. Then the ways of collecting 

information about different careers were discussed with them. Literature on 

occupational information (Kuzgun, 1980; Hoppock, 1975; Elsberg, 1975 and 

Feingold, 1969) were identified as source materials. The stUdents decided to 

interview professional people representing different careers. 

For the purpose of interviewing, the investigator asked two questions 

to the students: 

- Which careers you would like to have information about? 

- Who can you interview? 
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Each student was encouraged to think about the professional people 

s/he knows and to decide if s/he can interview at least one such person. 

A list of careers, which the students wanted information about was 

compiled. The students tried to pick one of the professions that appeared 

on that career list and conduct an interview with someone in that area. 

After the list of career people to be interviewed was obtained, a 

list of students was developed showing "which student inquires about which 

career" in the interview. 

The careers that were not covered in the interviewer 1ist were filled 

in by the investigator who used the available literature on careers as her 

source of information. 

Observations 

Occupational information packet interested them more than the personal 

part of the program. The students were reluctant to be willing to conduct 

interviews at the beginning because of their homework load. But the investigator 

encouraged them by saying that they would be given one full week in which to 

carry out the interviews. 

Session 10 

Aims 

- To make the students think of the careers they would like to find 

out about. 

- To prepare the questions to be used in the interviews. 
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Activities 

To prepare the questionnaire for the interview, the investigator asked 

the students to build up their own questions as they would be the ones who 

would carry the interview, and to collect the occupational information. 

The main points stressed during the discussions were that they needed to cover 

areas like the nature of the work, employment opportunities, working conditions, 

training, promotion, job outlook, earnings and related occupations. They had 

also decided not to ask general questions that would lead to "Yes" or "No" 

answer. 

An interview questionnaire (Appendix 5) was completed by the end of the 

session. It included 15 questions dealing with concerns about careers that 

the students would like to get know. 

Observations 

At the start, the students seemed to ask questions that led to general 

information like "00 you like your career?1I Effort was made by the investigator 

to guide them to ask specific information-yielding questions. 

After some guidelines were provided they were able to formulate appropriate 

items for the questionnaire. 

Sess ion 11 

Aims 

- To start gathering information about careers through interviewing as 
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well as other source references introduced to class by the investigator. 

This way, the students were hoped to get more involved in a variaty of careers. 

Activities 

At the beginning of the session the interview questionnaire form was 

distributed to the students to be used while interviewing during the week. 

Then other materials including the vocational guidance books, magazines, 

and newspapers were distributed to the students to examine in order to obtain 

information about different careers. Students interested in particular careers 

formed small groups and worked cooperatively in collecting the relevant 

information about these careers. 

Observations 

Students were busy trying to find as much as possible about the career 

s/he was interested in. Those who did not seem interested in any career were 

grouped by the investigator to discuss the reasons for thei\~ lack of interest. 

Before the end of the session they had decided to participate in the inquiry 

and information gathering activities in hopes to find a career that would 

interest them. 

Session 12 

Aims 

- To discuss the occupational information obtained through the interview 

questionnaires and other sources. 
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Activities 

Every student who conducted an interview with a professional person 

reported the information obtained from that interview. Later all the data 

gathered on each career through various sources were discussed and integrated. 

The students' profiles obtained from the Kuder Preference Record was 

distributed to them. They were asked to think about and to find the careers 

that would fit them both in terms of interest and in practical application. 

In such a test of fitness they were informed that they should take into considera­

tion the nature of the career, the working conditions, the employment 

possibility, promotion, the job outlook and the earnings as well as the 

characteristics required for a particular career. 

Observations 

It did not seem very useful to make every student listen to the 

information gathered in the interviews. Some students did not attend to these 

reports. Therefore the class was divided into career groups to discuss the 

career of their interest. Some students preferred to work alone. 

Discussions were conducted either in small groups or occationally between 

the student and the investigator on a one-to-one basis. At the end of the 

session the students suggested that these discussions continue during the next 

session, as they must have found the activity useful.

Session 13 

Aims 

- To continue discussing and exploring about the careers students were 

interested. 

Activities 

Small group discussions and individual career inquires continued. 

At the end of the session the Kuder Preference Record profiles. and the 

career information sheets were co11ected for future reference. 

Observations 

The students seemed to grow confident as they learned more about the 

occupations. 

Session 14 

~ims 

- To explain the aims and objectives of the Decision-Point Packet. 

- To make the students think about and compare the Values and the 

)ccupational Information Packets in order to get them ready for the natching 
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p~cess of their personal characteristics with the requirements of the career 

they liked. 

Activities 

What has already been done in the two previous packets sessions were 

s~mmarized in a discussion form with the active participation of the students. 

The information gained through these/packets were t'evlewed once again. Then 

the aims and the activities of the decision point packet were introduced. 

It was explained that the final packet was the most important one. They had 

to integrate what they investigated through the Values and the Occupational 

Information Packets in order to decide what career(s) fit(s) them the most. 

The session was terminated by a homework on the discrepancies (if any) 

between what they had thought of before, and what they found out about 

themselves and about occupations. 

Observations 

Reviewing and summarizing the aims and the contents of the two completed 

packets in the program helped the students to integrate what they had obtained 

so far, and sensitized them further to the basic aims of the activities. 

This was ne(essary because of a two-week interval of the program for the sake 

of parent-teacher meetings in school. Because of this, the reviewing made 

them attend again and concentrate on the final Packet of Decision Making.

Session 15 

Aims 

- To assess what has been done so far. 

- To discuss the homework subject they had prepared on the discrepancies 

between what they expected and what they found about themselves and occupations. 

Activities 

The assessment was carried out, first of all, by getting students read 

and review the materials in their own folders. This way they were helped to 

remember the information gathered about themselves as to who they are, what 

their abilities and interests are, what rewards and expectations they were 

after, as well as their interest areas and the careers including these interest 

areas. 

Then three questions were asked: 

- Do my investigated characteristics meet the requirements of the 

occupation I am after? 

- Do I have the interest and the abilities to meet the requirements of 

the occupation? 

- Are the rewards in this occupations important to me? 

Searching for the answers to these questions helped to complete the 

linking and the assessing of personal and occupational information. 
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The students were given ten minutes to think about their answers by 

themselves. Then they were asked to report their answers, and any 

disagreements between their personal and occupational information. These 

students who expressed disagreements between their personal characteristics 

and the occupational requirements asked for a discussion as to solutions. 

This discussion was postponed until the next session. 

Observation 

The students were very interested in what they have found out. They were 

discouraged by the university entrance examinations as they see them to be an 

obstacle to their career choice. 

Session 16 

Aims 

- To discuss the discrepancies between the personal and the occupational 

information. 

- To discuss the ways of (1) overcoming obstacles like failing in the 

university entrance exams, and (2) exploring other possibilities as career 

opportunities. 
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Activities 

Discussions were held on the issue of what could be done in case of 

discrepancies between the personal characteristics and the occupatjonal 

requirements. At the end of the discussion the following suggestions were 

made to the students who were still uncomfortable and undecided about a caree~. 

1. Start from the beginning and investigate more about yourself, your 

abilities, interests, rewards and satisfactions you are expecting from a job. 

Then investigate more about careers until you feel or think interested in 

one of them. 

2. Try to find out part-time jobs during vocations and see whether you 

are interested in, or your personal characteristics are congruent with the 

requirements of these jobs. 

To the question of failing at the university entrance examinations or 

failing to get into a planned job, thE following suggestions were made: 

1. Alter your choice. Start to think about your other choice of 

occupations which have requirements consistent with your personal characteristics 

2. Think about other possible o~portunities than entering a traditional 

four-year university program. Some of these possibilities include: 

- Open University 

- Vocational/Technical Schools 

- Evening Schools 

- Apprenticenship training 
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Observations 

The students were not interested in altering their favorite choice which 

was usually entering a university. They seemed interested in and relieved, 

however, to hear about the alternative opportunities, should they not be able 

to get into a formal four-year university program. 

Session 17 

Aims 

To summarize what has been done so far in the program. 

- To introduce some references they can use in their future career 

explorations. 

Acti viti es 

The summary of what has been done during the application of the progra~ 

was given by the investigator. Then a few available reference books in Turkish 

were presented to stUdents to be used in the future. These books include:

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Observations 

The students were interested in the reference books. They expressed 

that this was their first introduction to such references on the subject. 

Session 18 

Aims 

- To obtain feedback from the students about the program by use of 

a questionnaire. 

- To give a chance to the students to orally evaluate and discuss 

the program. 

Acti vities 

A questionnaire developed by the investigator was administered to the 

students. Afterwards the students were asked to discuss the positive and 

the negative aspects of the program. 

Individuai folders in which all the materiais gathered through out the 

program were returned to the students for future use. 

Observations 

Students expressed their feelings and thoughts about the program freely. 
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They asked whether such a program would continue in the following years. 

The answer of the question was left open as it would be up to the administration 

and the guidance and conseling services to arrange for such a program. 

The students than expressed their pleasure in participating in the program. 
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FEEDBACK AND EVALUATION 

The program was initiated to develop a career guidance curriculum for 

use by counselors as well as by guidance teachers in secondary schools. 

An informal evaluation of this program was achieved by obtaining feedback 

from the students through a questionnaire, and oral group discussions. 

The questionnaire provided an impressionistic picture of how they perceived 

and what they gained out of the project activities. In oral discussions 

the students were given a chance to express their opinions and feelings 

about it. 

It was not possible to conduct a formal evaluation of the program at 

this time in assessing the changes in student1s career decision making skills. 

Such a formal evaluation was not possible due to lack of valid instruments 

in Turkish. 

The Turkish form of the Career Maturity Inventory used in_the study 

was a supplementary source to provide some detailed information on career 

decision making process. The Turkish translation and item adaptation of 

this inventory is subject to a further systematic study by which to establish 

its reliability and validity on the Turkish youth~ and to develop norms. 

After this~ the inventory can be used to asses the effectiveness of career 

decision making programs such as the present one.

Results of the questionnaire 

Responses to the questionnaire revealed that the students generally 

tried to make use of the career decision making program. 

The frequency distributions and mean scores of the answers to the 

questionnaire in Tables II and III showed that: 

1) To the first item which querried about getting to know onels~gelf better, 

25 (or 56 percent of the) students had responded very favorably, while five 

(or 10 percent) indicated that it was of little use to them. With a mean 

score of 3.56 (Table III) on this item (against a criterion score of 3.00; 

Hansen, 1981) it seems that in general the students found the program helpful 

in getting to know themselves better. 

2) On the fourth item where learning a00ut one1s interest areas and 

occupations including these interest areas was querried! the response of 

30 (or 65 percent of the) students was favorable. Six percent of the respondent 

indicated that it was of little use to them. With a mean score ,of 3.71 on 

this item it seems that this part of the program was probably most 

beneficial to the students. 

3) The fifth item was about testing one1s information about occupations. 

To this item 28 (or 61 percent of the) students responded very favorably, 

while two percent indicated that it was of little use to them. The mean 

score on this item was 3.69, indicating that testing information about 

occupations was found very useful by the students. 

4) To the sixth item, on one1s chance to assess personal characteristics 

against the careers he plans to choose, 25 (or 54 percent of the) students

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responded very-favorably, and four percent indicated litle use for the 

program on this topic. The mean score on this item was 3.54, indicating 

that the students found this part of the program quite helpful. 

The first item on the second part of the questionnaire was about the 

general usefullness of the program. Thirty-seven (or 80 percent of the) 

students answered very favorably and five (or 11 percent) indicated that 

it was of little use to them. The mean score on this item was 3.80. 

It appears that students generally found the program beneficial. 

In summarizing the obtained data both in terms of the percent of the 

students responding favorably to the items on the questionnaire, and the 

item mean scores, it can be stated that the program was generally useful. 

Specifically the matching of ir:erests areas with those of occupations, 

testing students information on different occupations, getting to know one's 

self, and finding a chance to assess one's personal characteristics against 

preferred careers were the areas in which the students felt they received 

help. 

Answers to the open ended questions in the second part of the questionnaire 

revealed that the occupational information part of the program was found 

most useful. 

The oral reports given in class supported the feedback obtained from 

the questionnaire. During the oral discussions the students stated that 

generating alternatives in case of a problem, like failing at the university' 

enterance exams, were encouraging and gave them hope. Five students 

expressed that they didn't find the program useful at all. One of them said 
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that he got lost because of the time intervals between sessions due to 

parent-teacher meetings and because he was absent in two consecutive 

sessions. The other two students indicated that they weren't satisfied 

with the occupational information they obtained, and the interviews they 

conducted. They were still undecided about a career choice. Finally, one 

student admitted that he didn'·tpay any attention to the a{;tivitjes of the 

program he fet tired and exhausted at the end of the day~. The program was 

carried out during the last period of the week. 

At informal conversations following the oral discussions, the students 

remarked that they got interested in the program, as it was the only time 

they were given an opportunity to think about their needs and interests. 

They were pleased to see somebody being interested in them and expressed 

their wish to continue with such a program during the following years. 

Discussion 

The literature on career maturity indicates that vocational guidance 

should start at least at ninth grade. It should continue in the following 

years systematically until the students make their final decision, which 

they have to in our country at the time they take the university enterance 

exams. Therefore, during the lycee years there is need for such an experience 

which can be provided during regular guidance hours. The present program 

is an example to what can be done as part of vocational guidance activities 

in school. 
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Feedback obtained at the end of this program indicates that students 

are interested in and make use of the occupational information given. 

Exploring their interest areas as well as alternative solutions offered in 

case of a problem like failing at university enterance exams were found 

useful and encouraging. 

An adaptation of the program and materials to be used is necessary, 

however, before they can be applied on Turkish students. Cursory evidence 

accumulated in this project leads us to question the feasibility of Super's 

Developmental Self-Concept Theory of Vocational Behavior for students in 

Turkey. Super's theory assumes that an individual's self-concept and his 

vocational self are closely interrelated. An individual chooses an 

occupation that would permit him to express and satisfy his self. Also 

values, expectations and opportunities this theory assumes are different from 

those that exist in Turkey. 

In our country students are not altogether free to choose occupations 

that would permit for their self actualization. There are social-familial 

expectations like the continuity of the parental occupations by their 

children as well as environmental and institutional restraints that exist in 

the society. 

Limitations and Recommendations 

It is important to include a career maturity program as part of vocational 

~uidance. When it is considered to be part of the school curriculum, 

scheduling should become an automatic issue so that the program could be applied 
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under favorable conditions and facilitate positive outcome. 

In the present study the guidance hours were arranged at the last class 

hour on fridays. The students usually felt tired anddjstracted by their 

week-end vacation plans. So it would be better if the program is 

arranged for some time before the last hour of the day and early in the week. 

Extra and sudden curricular arrangements like parent meetings. seminars. 

sports activities. etc. should not interfere with or take the place of the 

program time. During the project, intermittently, six weeks were devoted 

to such arrangements which resulted in distraction and lack of continuity 

for the students in the program. This did not only affect the motivation of 

the students and the sequential application of the program but also prolonged 

its duration over a month. Often more time was spent in helping the students 

to recall what went on during the previous sessions than what was plannad 

to carryon at that particular session. Moreover, the six week delay resulted 

in an overlap of the program application with the final examinations and the 

make up orals. So students, burdened by examinations, were worrted and 

exahusted. They could hardly participate. A program such as this, should 

be terminated well before the final examinations. 

It would be better if two consequtive hours were devoted to this 

program rather than one hour. A fourty-minute class time was not long enough 

to complete the exercises and the group discussions. 

The exercises should be arranged as written practices and di~cussions 

sequentially. Alternating between a written exercise and discussions seemed 

to arouse interest and motivation. 
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Rather than requiring every student in the group to ljsten to everything 

done in the session, it would be more useful to arrange for small grou~ 

discussions and exercises. This way students not interested in exercise A. 

for example, can get involved in exercise S, in which to spend their time 

more fruitfully and happily. 

The program worked out better when the investigator sometimes stopped 

to do whatever the students wished during that hour. Holding some session 

in the schoolyard improved the students motivation which led to lively and 

interesting discussions. 

It is essential that the program instructor be objective toward the 

students and respect their thoughts and feelings about careers. It would be 

very useful if the program instructor gives directions and guide the 

activities, but not control the students and put pressure on them. The career 

jecisions should be their own.
