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Linguistic Identity of Theresa May as a Political Leader of Great Britain 

 

      Discourse Analysis is a broad field that is crucial in identifying the deeper 

meaning of what is said, not said and how it is said. There are many sub-branches of 

Discourse Analysis, that strictly deal with the single disciplines like psychology, 

sociology, politics and others. And Political Discourse Analysis for its part deals with 

political issues. Politics is an irreplaceable part of our lives, as well as language and at 

the same time, it is strictly associated with the power. Politicians rule the nation through 

their language use. The language in the hands of politicians is the instrument to achieve 

some aim, however the nature of aim can vary from positive to negative. As politicians 

are servants of nation, the language is a good tool to control the aim, motives, for 

predicting future consequences and defining the true nature or identity of a politician. 

Indeed, the way, how one uses language defines identity. In this work linguistic identity 

of a politician can be discovered with the help of discourse analysis tools and persuasive 

strategies.  
 

          The dissertation aims to analyze Theresa May’s linguistic identity by 

scrutinizing speeches that are delivered throughout her career as a Prime Minister of 

Great Britain. Special attention is given to her last speeches on Brexit deal to define her  

linguistic identity in the time of hardships. One of the main objectives of 

research is to single out nuances of Theresa May’s discourse.  

The title of the thesis paper is “Linguistic Identity of Theresa May as a Political 

Leader of Great Britain”. It investigates linguistic identity of Theresa May with the help 

of various aspects in and out of the political discourse. The main objects of the thesis 

are the speeches of Theresa May. Thesis paper consists of three chapters: theoretical 

background of the research and the two practical parts of the work. 

         In theoretical part of the research we defined such notions as discourse 

analysis, context, political discourse, deixis, the art of rhetoric, linguistic identity and 

political identity of Theresa May and others with the help of reliable sourсes, 

dictionaries, articles, journals and books. Since we investigate linguistic identity in and 

out of political discourse, firstly we defined discourse analysis from text linguistics, 

pragmatics, explained the sub-discipline of discourse analysis, political discourse 
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analysis, defined the types of deixis, as well as types of conjunctions, explored the 

concept linguistic identity and looked at political identity of Theresa May. 

          In the first practical part we analysed the speeches of Theresa May with 

the help of discourse analysis. We have done lexical and grammatical cohesion analysis, 

analysed the usage of conjunctions and deixis, looked at how Theresa May uses 

political discourse tactics and strategies and analysed non-verbal language of the 

politician. In the second part of the practical part we have analyzed the speeches of 

Theresa May with the help of pragmatic, cognitive and rhetorical aspects. 

        We have defined that language helps to reveal the identity and discovered 

that language is a part of identity with the help of which we can analyze the identity or 

personality of the politician. We have identified that each linguistic aspect has its role 

and purpose in exploring the linguistic identity of the politician.  

        Exploring linguistic identity of Theresa May as a political leader of Great 

Britain in political discourse by using various linguistic aspects helped to define the 

hidden messages, personality of the politician, level of authority, quality of a 

politician’s service to his or her country, as well as her attitude towards certain topics, 

nation, group of people. 

        Tables and figures used to visualize how the politician uses language were 

included as assistants for exploring the linguistic identity of Theresa May as a political 

leader of Great Britain.

Министри катары сүйлөгөн сөздөрүн терең изилдөө аркылуу ишке ашат.

Улуу Британиянын Европа Бирлигинен чыгуу алакасына тиешелүү кептерине

эсептелинет. Дипломдук иш үч бөлүктөн турат: изилдөөнүн теориялык бөлүгү 

жана практикалык бөлүктөрү.  

     Изилдөөнүн теориялык бөлүмүндө дискурс анализ, контекст, саясий 

дискурс, деиксис жана байламта, тилдик инсандык терминдерин ишеничтүү 
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булактардан, сөздүктөрдөн, макалалардан жана китептерден тааныдык жана 

ошондой эле Тереза Мэйдин политикалык инсандыгына баш бактык. Дискурс 

анализди биз текст лигвистика жана прагматикадан айырмалап жана дискурс 

анализдин бөлүмү болгон саясий дискурсту түшүндүргөндөн сон деиксис жана 

байламталардын түрлөрү менен кошо Тереза Мэйдин политикалык инсандыгын

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Büyük Britanya Lideri Olarak Theresa May’in Siyasi Söyleminin Analizi 

 

   Söylem analiz söylenen bir şeyin, söylenmeyen bir şeyın ve onun nasıl 

söylendiğin  analiz eden bir ilim kavramıdır. Söylem analiz kavramı psikoloji, sosyoloji, 

siyaset ve başka ilim kavramlarıyla sıkı bağlı olduğu gibi siyasi diskurs daha siyasi 

ilişkiler ile bağlıdır. Siyaset, dil ve güç bizim hayatımızın yeri doldurulamaz bir 

bölümüdür. Politikacılar halkı dil yardımıyla yönetirler ve onların ellerinde dil belirli bir 

hedefe ulaşmak için kullanılan araçtır.  Bu hedefin tabiyatı pozitiv ve negativ olur. 

Sıyasi adamları halkın hizmetçileri olduğundan dolayı dil onların hedeflerini, 

motivlerini yönetmeye, geleceği tahmin etmeye ve politikacının tabiyatını bilmeye 

kullanılan araçtır. Bu iş diskurs analiz araçları ve ınandırıcı stratejilerinin yardımıyla 

oluştu. 

 Bu tezin konu başlığı “Büyük  Britanya Lideri Olarak Theresa May’in Siyasi 

Söyleminin Analizi” dir. Bu tezin amacı Theresa May’in siyasi söyleminin siyasi 

diskurs ve farklı dil yönler acısından açmaktır. Tez yazısı üç bölümden oluşmaktadır: 

araştırmanın teorik içerikleri ve tezin iki pratik kısmı.  

Bu araştırmanın teorik kısmında diskurs analiz, kontekst, siyasi diskurs, deiksis 

ve bağlaçlar, dil kişiliği ve başka kavramları güvenilir kaynaklardan, sözlüklerden, 

makale ve kitaplardan anlamlarını belirledik. Bu bölümde Theresa May’in siyasi 

söylemin ınceledik.  

    Pratik kısmının birinci bölümünde Theresa May’in konuşmalarını diskurs 

analizin yadımıyla inceledik: sözlüksel ve gramatik analiz, deiksis ve bağlaçların 

incelenmesi. Bu bölümde daha  Theresa May’in siyasi taktik ve stratejileri nasıl 

kullanabildini inceledik ve siyasi liderin sözel olmayan diline baktık. Pratik kısmının 

ikinci bölümünde ise  Theresa May’in konuşmalarını pragmatik, kognitiv ve retorik 

yönlerin yardımıyla inceledik. Her dil yönü birisinin kişiliğini anlatabileceğini anladık 

ve dil kişiliğinin parçası olmasına inandık.  

     Dil kişiliğini açmada siyasi diskursun rolü çok maanalı olduğunu ve aynı 

zamanda politikacıya ikna etmeye, haberi veya oyu ulaştırmaya, halkı birleştirmeye ya 

da bölmeye yardımcı olduğunu anladık. Her bir dil yönünün kendi rolü ve maksatı 

olduğunu ve her politikacı kendisi çok kullanan özel dil mekanızmaları olduğunu 
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belirledik. Dili yardımıyla biz katılan iletileri, politıkacının şahsiyetini, güç seviyesini, 

ülkeye hizmetinin kalitesini ve herhangi bir konuya, ülkeye ya da gruba olan davranışını 

bilmeye yeri doldurulamaz yardımcı olduğunu belirledik. 

   Pratik kısımlarının her bölümünde Theresa May’in dil kişiliğini anlatılması 

niyetiyle diagramlar ile dolu.

The aim of this Master thesis is to analyze the speeches of Theresa May as a 

political leader of Great Britain with the help of discursive, pragmatic, cognitive and 

rhetoric aspects 
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INTRODUCTION 

 

            Politics, as well as politicians play an irreversible role in everybody’s life. 

Politics is the managing job, which is highly important. For this reason, on the one who 

run politics lies a big responsibility. There is a need for control over them, which is 

possible with the help of many ways including Language. Through the language of a 

politician it is possible to observe his identity, purpose, attitude. 

     According to the theory of Noam Chomsky, language is innate, we are 

born with the ability to speak a language. The language we speak defines us, as, it is the 

part of us. Through the language it is possible to define the personality of the person, 

her or his purpose, behavior, attitude towards position. One of the studies that helps to 

reveal one’s identity is the study of Linguistic Identity in Political Discourse. 

The title of this paper is “Linguistic Identity of Theresa May as a Political 

Leader of Great Britain”.  

The object of the analysis includes several speeches delivered by Theresa May, 

especially on the topic “Brexit Deal”. 

 The topicality of the paper is that language helps to reveal the linguistic identity 

through the discourse, pragmatic, cognitive and rhetoric analyses and also helps to 

define environmental, educational, professional backgrounds of politicians. 

  The novelty of the paper of the work can be explained through the detailed 

analysis of the linguistic identity in the selected speeches of Theresa May by using 

various linguistic aspects. The analysis is supported by examples from the speech, 

figures that illustrate the most used or preferable language construction usage. Such a 

research based on the speeches of the Theresa May have been made for the first time.  

  The hypothesis of this paper is that educational, environmental, political, 

personal aspects of Theresa May determine her as a linguistic identity and political 

leader of Great Britain.  
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           The aim of this thesis is to disclose and analyze the linguistic Identity of 

Theresa May as Political Leader of Great Britain. For the accomplishment of the aim, 

the following tasks are set:  

 to study theoretical background of the issue studied and do 

literature overview on the Discourse Analysis, its origin, definition and to 

differentiate it from Text Linguistics and Pragmatics, Political Discourse 

Analysis and to analyze closely the Deixis (all types of pronouns, as well as 

types of deixis) and Conjunctions (all types of conjunctions) 

 To define linguistic identity in political discourse, further, learn 

the political identity of Theresa May 

 To do lexical and grammatical cohesion analysis on the speeches 

of Theresa May, do a deep analysis on deixis and conjunctions in the 

speeches of Theresa May 

 To analyze tactics and strategies used by Theresa May in her 

speeches 

 To analyze non-verbal language of Theresa May  

 To analyze the speeches of Theresa May from pragmatic, 

cognitive, rhetorical aspects 

          During the analysis of the speeches we applied discourse analysis, 

descriptive, analytical, qualitative, quantitative and comparative methods of 

research. 

           The theoretical value of the thesis: The results of the research can be 

applied in the theory of Discourse, including Political Discourse. 

          The practical value of the paper is rich with materials and the analysis is 

thoroughly detailed and can be used as a model for Discourse Analysis classes as well 

as can be helpful for other researchers, as it contains the gathered data. 

          The structure of the paper: It consists of Introduction, Theoretical 

Background that includes the basic terms, concepts, general knowledge theories related 

to the topic and Practical parts of the research that contains the analysis of speeches, 

figures. Each chapter has its own conclusions that summarize the content of the thesis, 

also the final conclusion that summarizes the whole dissertation. 
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CHAPTER 1. THEORETICAL BACKGROUND OF THE RESEARCH 

1. Defining Discourse Analysis 

 

      In this part of the dissertation we will define the concept of discourse, and 

discourse analysis. To understand these terms, we will look up other languages, 

definitions given by various scholars, so to get an accurate information about their 

usage and meaning.  

     From the denotational meanings of the term we can conclude that discourse 

can be either written or spoken text. Whereas if we look at the meaning of the word we 

would better understand the notion of the term discourse. 

    There are various scholars who tried to define what is discourse, who gave 

various definitions to this word.  

Rose (2001) separates discourse analysis into two parts: the notion that discourse 

is articulated through various kinds of visual images and verbal texts and the discourse 

that refers to all forms of talk and text. They deal with the issues of power, regimes of 

truth, institutions, and technologies (p.140)

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      Hence our topic is Linguistic Identity of Theresa May as a political leader of 

Great Britain we will use her political speeches.  

    Political Discourse Analysis is a branch of Discourse Analysis. This field is 

actual as politics has a significant place and influence on our lives. Various scholars 

have worked to develop this branch and clarify how it can be analyzed.  

      Political discourse analysts Ruth Wodak with Martin Resigl segmented the 

field of politics into fields of action like: law making procedures, formation of public 

attitudes, political advertising, political executive and administration, political control. 

(Wodak 2009) 

 Wodak identifies six dimensions for analyzing political discourse like:    

Table 1. 1 Wodak’s Definitions on Discourse 

1. staging performance of politics,  

 

2. the everyday life of politics and politicians,  

 

 

3. the impact of politicians’ personality on performance,  

 

4. the mass production of politics,  

 

5. recontextualization of politics in the media,  

 

6. participation of politics that covers power, ideology, legitimacy, 

representation etc. (Wodak, 2009).  
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Isabella and Norman Fairclough that are also analysts of political discourse 

added one more dimension that is decision making that can ground an action. 

   And we also can claim that with the help of language it is possible to explore 

the identity of any politician, in other words language plays key role in politics. 

    One more thing that can be achieved through language is power.  

    Through language politicians achieve power. Thus, the language in politics is 

a key to obtain and keep the power, or use it properly. 

    Surely, politicians use language and power in their discourse in order to 

persuade people. Persuasion, as Poggi (2005) states, has an ultimate objective of 

influencing people making them to embrace certain beliefs in order to achieve certain 

goals. 

Sheigal proposes that political discourse is a special type of communication that 

is easily characterized with the help of manipulation. It helps politics to find effective 

ways of influencing the audience, and it helps the audience to understand true intentions 

of the politics that are hidden. (Шейгал 2004) 

Further Sheigal (2004) points out that political discourse serves as a tool for 

occupation or keeping authority.   

Christ. L De Landtsheer stated that discourse and language are inter-connected 

terms, used by politicians, scholars and journalists. (Christ .L De Landtsheer 1998) 

     We have investigated the works of English speaking discourse analysts. 

Further, we will compare them with Russian scholars. Political discourse is considered 

to be the other variant of persuasive discourse in Russian view. It has such peculiarities 

like: manipulation 

     There are various peculiarities of Political Discourse like: institutionality 

that was studied by scholars like Minaeva, Mihalskaya, Yudina and others, 

intertextuality by Bykova, Kosarev and others, manipulative by Uglanova, Sorokina, 

Hanina and others, expressiveness, Chemezeva, Plaksina and others. (Головань 2010) 

Russian linguists also note that persuasion is the main function of political 

discourse. As Parshin points out every text has its influence on the addressee from 

semiotic point of view. But for political discourse speech influence is the main aim of 
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communication, and to achieve them the speaker has his own linguistic tools. (Паршин, 

1986, 1987) 

This sub-discipline of discourse analysis was also studied by Russian linguists 

like: Baranov, Chudinov, Makarov,  Parshin, Shapochkin, Vorobyev, Karaulov and 

others. 

In conclusion we can state that political discourse is broad field which is 

significant as it interacts with such concept like power. Moreover we have identified 

that political discourse in Russian linguistics is considered as another variant of 

persusive discourse. Political discourse studies mostly what politicians say, how and for 

what they use their language skills and what we shall do to understand their inner 

motives or their aims and even intentions.  

 

2.1 Political Discourse Tactics and Strategies 

 

Influence with the help of speech is realized with the help of communicative 

strategies and tactics, and the main task of them is to know the audience they 

manipulate, their values, emotions, freedom. There are various kinds of classification of 

such strategies and tactics, the most reliable one is of O. L. Mihalyova’s. Her 

classification allows us fully and deeply analyze political discourse. There are three 

main strategies of political discourse: tactic on enhancement, tactic on lowering, tactic 

of theatrics.

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Tactic on lowering is aimed at discreditation of the opponent. This tactic 

expresses negative attitude towards the opponent both implicitly and explicitly. This 

strategy is realized with the help of several tactics:

We have already come to the conclusion that discourse is inseparable from 

context. In Political Discourse Analysis also context has its special place. In Political 

Discourse language is a key to keep power and to persuade people. 

By looking at  the works and findings of various scholars from English speaking 

countries and Russia we can conclude that political discourse is developed and its 

scholars are trying to find best ways to explore the world of politics and its actors. There 

are various methods done by scholars to explore the linguistic identity of politicians. 

  

2.2 Reference Words in Political Discourse 

     Deixis is a linguistic term used as a pointer. Oxford Advanced Learner’s 

dictionary defines deixis as the function or use of deictic words or expressions. From 

Greek language literally it means proof, display that is equivalent to deik (nynai). This 

notion of Linguistics have been studied by various scholars and they have given various 

definitions to this notion. 
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    Deixis as a pointing devices is categorized by different scholars differently. 

Yule identifies three types of deixis. However, to identify them firstly we must be clear 

with different kinds of pronouns, because our topic is strictly connected with pronouns. 

    Person deixis includes personal pronouns. Every language has a first-person 

pronoun and a second-person pronoun. The first person is used by the speaker as a 

means of referring to himself or herself. To this group we may add pronouns like I, we. 

And the second-person is used to refer to the addressee or the audience to which we 

refer with pronouns like you. In many languages there are also third-person pronouns, 

which is used to refer to entities different from the speaker and the addressee, like he, 

she. Since these pronouns are not directly involved in the utterance they are not 

considered deictic. Number systems vary from language to language, mostly they are 

singular and plural. 

      Every pronoun in political discourse has its huge significance. As pronouns 

are used to refer and to indicate they are considered to be deixis. Hence our topic Person 

Deixis in Political  Discourse, firstly we would observe the role of personal pronouns. 

      As Benveniste (1971) said: I is the reality of discourse and I signifies the 

person who is uttering the present instance of the discourse containing I. 

    Malone (1997) works saying that I not only indexes the speaker, it anchors the 

talk in the moment, provides subjectivity and states the speaker’s position. Wilson 

(1990), on the other hand shows that I is used as a means of establishing rapport with 

the audience and shows a degree of personal involvement and commitment. 

Moreover, according to Bramley (2001) it is used by politicians to present 

themselves as individuals, who speak from their own perspective. Additionally, de Fina 

(1995) supports the claim of Karapetjana and states that this pronoun shows the 

importance of the authority. 

   Benveniste (1971) claims that you  and I are fundamentally different from the 

third person pronouns because their referent is uniquely established only in the moment 

of discourse, by the speaker who utters them. 

    The other pronoun that is popular in Political Discourse is the pronoun we. 

Sacks’ (1992) work on we indicates that we is a marker of category membership and is 

used to indicate “institutional identity”  
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     Further, de Fina defines purpose of the pronoun we as a representative of the 

group rather than speaking as an individual. 

     According to Mihalyeva (2009) this pronoun also, stands for unity. 

     Pennycook (1994) argues that we is always simultaneously inclusive and 

exclusive, a pronoun of solidarity and of rejection, of inclusion and exclusion. On the 

one hand, it defines we, and on the other it defines a you or a they.  

    Pennycook (1994) argues that the use of pronouns opens up a whole series of 

questions about language, power, and representation. He calls it the politics of the 

pronoun, whereby pronouns are deeply embedded in naming people and groups, and 

are thus always political in the sense that they always imply relations of power. 

      He also argues that both  you  and  they  thus  frequently  operate  as  the  

signifier  of  an  assumed  other whose  naming,  whether  as  an  explicit  othering  or  

as  an  implicit  assumption. Politicians use I in contrast to they to show a ‘self’ and 

‘other’ distinction.  

     In conclusion, we can say that deixis is a broad and significant notion that 

helps to study Political Discourse as it helps to explore and locate hidden meanings like 

referents, time and space, moreover it helps to define social status in discourse. 

 

 

2.3 Linguistic Identity in Political Discourse 

 

The aim of this part is to look at linguistic identity and understand how it is 

expressed in political discourse. One of the founders of this concept is considered to be 

Weisgerber who stated that one’s life depends on mother tongue along with spiritual 

formation of a man (Вайсгербер 1993) 

Vorobyev’s saying also fits to it: «Personality is the focal point of culture  and 

language, dialectics of their development. That is why when we hear about identity we 

must understand that identity goes with language (Воробьев 1998:26)  

Man’s language is formed with the help of other’s language, obviously language 

belongs to one nation. One nation shares culture and tradition. 
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We can find information about the concepts of linguistic identity and linguistic 

mind in the works of Humboldt, Baudoin de Courtenay, Jacobson and others. 

The bearer of linguistic mind is linguistic identity in other words the man that 

exists in linguistic space- in communication, behavioral stereotypes etc. 

In Russian linguistics the study of linguistic identity is interconnected with the 

name of Karaulov (Ю.Н. Караулов). According to Karaulov’s opinion linguistic 

identity is a combination of a man’s abilities and features that help to create speech 

product (text). (Караулов 1987) 

Therefore the concept of linguistic identity is to be discovered deeply in political 

discourse, because here it is influential, when it comes to community mind and it is 

widespread in mass media. 

According to Holland linguist’s opinion T. Deuk, political discourse is a class of 

genres limited to social sphere in other words to politics. 

Governmental discussions, parliamentary debates, party programmes, speeches 

of politicians are the objects of study in political discourse. 

So by looking at political discourse we come to the question “How linguistic 

identity manifests itself in political discourse?” 

 This concept is manifested with the help of two divisions: 

1. Politician’s tolerance 

2. Cognitive-speech strategy features 

Politician’s tolerance is also divided into three parts: 

Table 1. 5 Tolerance Types 

1. Degree of difficulty 

 

2. Deepness and accuracy of reality reflection 
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3. Defined target focus 

 

 

To give a characteristic to a politician or to discover his or her linguistic identity 

in Russian political discourse, politician’s tolerance is studied.( Shapochkin 2012) 

By tolerance we mean:

3.The Art of Rheroric 

 

The Art of rhetoric is thought to be invented in the second quarter of the fifth 

century B.С (History of Rhetoric Volume 1; George A.Kennedy). The political 

procedures were performed through the direct speech of the citizens to their 

magistrates. 

Back in 350 b.c.e. Aristotle developed his ideas about the modes of 

persuasion, the potential for a speaker’s appeal to an audience. He organized his 

thoughts into three distinct categories:

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Epideictic rhetoric is typically ceremonial. Addressed to a general audience, it 

is directed to praising honor and virtue, criticizing vice and weakness. Because it is 

mostly concerned with abstract topics, amplification provides its most suitable 

arguments. To persuade the audience, to celebrate what is noble and condemn what is 

shameful, the epideictic rhetorician must be familiar with what the audience thinks as 

indications of those virtues, like justice and courage. 

Forensic rhetoric is intended to place individuals as guilty or innocent of 

specific actions; forensic rhetoric is directed to judges, their beliefs about the various 

types of characters and the occasions where they might be tempted to break the law. 

Deliberative rhetoric is directed to those who must decide on a course of action 

and is typically concerned with what will turn out to the useful or harmful as means to 

achieve specific ends in matter of defense, war and peace, trade and legislation. Since 

the advice of the deliberative rhetorician implies predictions about the outcomes of 

various policies, his conclusions should be checked carefully.

In George A.Kennedy’s The Art of Persuasion in Greece  Aristotle’s rhetoric is 

divided into five parts: invention (inventio), arrangement (disposition), style ( 

elocution), memory(memoria) and delivery (action). 

Invention is concerned with the subject matter, with finding out the issue, and 

appropriate arguments to use in proof or refutation. Proofs include direct evidence, 

such as witnesses, contracts and oath; and argumentation from the evidence; and 

finally more delicate means of persuasion such as the moral impression the speaker or 

his topic makes on the listeners or emotion he is able to awaken by his verbal appeals, 

his gestures. Both logical arguments and emotional appeals were often common virtues 

which the orator could use in more than one speech as needed. (Kennedy 1994) 

Arrangement means the organization of a speech into parts, though the order in 

which arrangements are presented, whether the strongest first or toward a climax, is 

sometimes discussed. (Kennedy 1994) 

1) Introduction 

2) Narration 

3) The exposition of the background or factual details

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4) Proof 

5) Epilogue or conclusion 

Style. In style discussions are organized around the four virtues of correctness, 

clarity, ornamentation, and propriety. Ornamentation is concerned with diction or 

choice of words and the use of words in compositions. Composition includes periodic 

structure  and prose rhythm. 

Memory discusses mnemonic devices. The common system was to identify words 

or topics with physical objects and to imagine these against a well-known background. 

Every rhetorician needs to know the science of psychology as if the speaker 

knows the psychological beliefs of his or her audience, the persuasion would be 

effective.

    George Orwell said “Political chaos is connected with the decay of 

language… one can probably bring about some improvement by starting at the verbal 
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end”. Indeed, the quality of language defines the quality of politics. Political Discourse 

Analysis is significant in a way that it helps to analyze the speeches of politicians, so 

that to control, find out their purpose, intention, attitude, as well as to define quality of 

their position. 

    This chapter begins with the definition of key terms, their origin as well as 

their synonyms that were taken from reliable sources such as online dictionaries, 

encyclopedias, books, articles. Discourse Analysis was defined with the differentiation 

of it from Text Linguistics, Pragmatics. Its major components like context were 

explained thoroughly. Then we defined Political Discourse Analysis, by searching and 

introducing the works of scholars in this field. It is obvious that the notion “political 

speech” comes from the works of Aristotle, in which he defines it as a servant, which 

indicates what is useful, what is harmful.   

    Two notions that are strictly connected with Political Discourse were 

presented. They are language and power. According to the collected definitions from 

different scholars language helps to know how politicians gain power exercise power 

and keep it and power of politics used to emphasize it and at the same time to persuade 

people, and it is performed with tools like presupposition and implicature. Language in 

politics is itself a tool that helps to improve the human well being.  

    Because of the broad range of participants, systems in the political discourse 

like politicians, citizens, democracy, communism, hegemony oppression this field also 

cover other areas like economics, culture. In the part where we discussed political 

discourse we have defined such terms in political discourse: deixis, conjunctions and 

linguistic identity. To each one were given definitions and various studies of scholars 

were presented. 

    The other name for deixis is pronoun and the types of pronouns like personal, 

objective, reflexive, possessive, indefinite and relative are defined and explained. Deixis 

is also divided into person, spatial, temporal, discourse and social types, which are also 

defined, presented and explained in this chapter. Deixis plays an irreversible role in 

political discourse as, it locates hidden meanings like referents, time and space, social 

status and discourse of any text and utterance. 
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In turn conjunctions also have their special service in political discourse. They 

are linking words and with the help of other grammatical constructions they can play 

different roles. These words have various types like additive, adversative, causal, 

temporal and these linking words are considered to be effective helpers in creating 

meaningful speech. 

Linguistic identity is a broad concept that plays a crucial role in political 

discourse. This concept was studied both by English and  Russian scholars. According 

to Weisgerber, language itself is integral component of mind, it is a mediator between 

the man and view of the world, moreover it is a link of a man with the view of the 

world, that is the language he talks, images, concepts that are depicted in language.  

In conclusion, we can say that this chapter provides us with definitions of key 

terms, theories, and the explanation of theories that help us to differentiate our key 

terms from other terms, all of which would be used in practical part. 
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CHAPTER 2. THE ROLE OF COHESION, TACTICS AND 

STRATEGIES, NON-VERBAL COMMUNICATION IN DEFINING 

LINGUISTIC IDENTITY OF THERESA MAY AS A POLITICAL LEADER OF 

GREAT BRITAIN 

 

1.  The Role of Lexical and Grammatical Cohesion in T. May’s 

Linguistic Identity 

 

In this section, we are going to make a detailed analysis of the speech “new 

Brexit deal” based on lexical (repetition, synonym, hyponym and collocation) and 

grammatical cohesion (reference, substitution, ellipsis, conjunction). Furthermore, we 

are going to study other speeches made by former Prime Minister in order to find out 

the contribution of lexical and grammatical coherence to her own linguistic identity. 

The speech “new Brexit deal” on 21st of May in 2019. Theresa May was the 

Conservative and country leader. Her speech covers up all proposals. This speech is the 

result all of her efforts done during her post, as the Brexit deal, the exit of Britain from 

European Union was the aim of the leader since 2016. Theresa May tendered her 

resignation to the queen on 24th of July 2019. “New Brexit deal”s primary theme is that 

May gave promise on better future but failed to do so. [Bellow  the link of the article

which was published on 22nd of May, 2019:

The speech has its introduction, body and conclusion. Leader begins by stating a 

fact that she is the Prime Minister, for almost three years and that since the beginning of 

her post her aim was to deliver Brexit. Her speech begins with the reference to herself, 

as the leader uses the personal pronoun ‘I’. She uses this pronoun to emphasize the 

importance of her aim to achieve the Brexit deal, as further she binds her aim with the 

stable development of her country.

Politician begins her speech with stating the fact that she became Prime Minister 

three years ago and uses the reference everyone to refer to the livers of Great Britain.  

With the help of this equation she emphasizes that everyone deserves better future that 

may come along with the success of Brexit deal. 

 The speech continues in the tone of excuses as the politician counts her efforts 

to the nation. She states that her pitch as the leader of the Conservative Party was 

negotiating a good exit deal with the European Union. Politician is eager to use the 

personal pronoun I during the continuation of her speech. This means that the leader 

feels her responsibility in carrying the consequences of the deal. 

Though the politician states that the Conservative Party also tried to achieve the 

success, we see that the efforts of Theresa May exceed the Party’s. 

First part of the speech is mainly the relisting of the Leader’s actions towards the 

withdrawal of the UK from EU.  Politician concludes her speech by proposing her new 

Brexit deal. 

While relisting her actions the leader repeats the personal pronoun I.  This 

pronoun in this situation means that the leader was responsible for her actions, as the 

pronoun bears the sign of responsibility.  

Body of the speech contains the 10 proposals made by the leader to get the deal. 

These deals are given both in long and short versions in order to clearly convey the 

message: 

This is the good way to make the speech comprehensible, moreover, a politician 

used this technique to emphasize that such changes will take place. 

In the last part of the speech the politician relists the benefits of winning the 

Brexit deal. Theresa May uses the personal pronoun we because she wants to deliver the 

message that the withdrawal from the EU is beneficial for everybody including her:

The leader concludes her speech by leader’s request for a help from MPs and 

people: So help me…... [May’s speech introducing her New Brexit Deal on 21st of April 

published in BEAXIT CENTRAL C) link https://brexitcentral.com/full-text-of-theresa-

mays-speech-introducing-her-new-brexit-deal/ ] .  

This act shows her helplessness and means that she doesn’t fully believe in her 

success. 

Theresa May employs repetition in her speech. Repetition is used by a 

politician to refer to the significant matters. Mostly politician is keen to employ 

repeatedly personal pronouns like I and We.

The speaker uses synonyms to make her speech rich and avoid repetitions. With 

the help of synonyms the speech becomes musical to the ears of the audience. 

After reading the speech of the politician we notice that she doesn’t frequently 

use synonyms, but synonyms exist. The repeated words are present above.

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Personal Pronouns play an important role in discovering the identity of the 

target. According to Wilson (1990) the usage of personal pronoun I shows a degree of 

personal involvement and commitment, on the other hand Karapetjana’s study suggests 

that the pronoun I implies a personal level and makes it possible for the speaker to show 

importance of authority. However, Theresa May as a reason of her failure in Brexit uses 

this personal pronoun to relist her actions towards the withdrawal of UK from Brexit. 

She strongly wants to show that she made everything possible to succeed in the deal. 

Thus the usage of this pronoun shows the leader’s commitment, responsibility. 

On the other hand, the usage of the personal pronoun we by the leader differs. 

Leader refers to the whole nation and Conservative Party. According to Pennycook 

(1994) the personal pronoun we is always simultaneously inclusive and exclusive, a 

pronoun of solidarity and rejection. On one hand it defines we, and on the other it 

defines a you or a they. So the politician used this pronoun for the whole country and 

used it in inclusion only with her party. As this pronoun also stands for unity she unites 

the whole country as well as eager to separate her party from Labours. Furthermore, 

Theresa May uses the technique The Rule of Three to deliver her message: It is 

practical. It is responsible. It is deliverable [The link to the Theresa May's 22nd of May 

2019  video published in Blumberg Brexit twitter page:

helper in conveying short but meaningful message to the audience.

The reason of why the politician can roll out the scheme is the fact that she has 

listened concerns of Members and organizations. So the politician emphasizes this fact, 

so to claim that she an active listener, politician who is aware of concerns that her 

nation confronts. 

We have analyzed in this unit 30 speeches of Theresa May and defined that the 

leader uses language cohesively and her speeches are coherent. This means that the 

politician is educated and has the ability to use her language to achieve her own aims or 

to persuade the audience. 

Overall, Theresa May’s speeches are rich both with lexical and grammatical 

cohesion. Theresa May often uses repetition, has unique reference usage, moreover the 

use of conjunctions is individual. Throughout some of the speeches, she tries to interest 

audience with the possibilities that Brexit deal presents as well as with the outcomes, if 

this deal will not be achieved.  

 

 

1.1 The Usage of Conjunctions in Theresa May’s Speeches

These diagrams visualize the 

quantity of these conjunctions used by a politician. Politician likes to use mostly the 

connective and that is above half in both speeches and but and so amounted less than 

the first. The unique peculiarity of the leader is that she uses the conjunctions with 

personal pronoun  I, to emphasize her actions, responsible service, her knowledge of the

In the speeches of Theresa May we notice how she repeats the word we can, the 

leader uses personal pronoun we to use it to create sense of unity. Thıs technique is used 

by politicians as a tool to create the sense that he or she is working for the sake of the

At the end of the speech the politician asks help from the audience and this act 

indicates her helplessness and predicts the end of her service. 

The last speech to analyze the usage of first personal pronouns is the resignment 

speech. By being unable to deliver the Brexit, the leader resigned on 24th of May 2019. 

Pennycook (1994) argues that the personal pronoun   we is simultaneously both 

inclusive and exclusive. Theresa May is at the same time Prime Minister of United 

Kingdom and the Leader of Conservative Party. Since , she is the leader, she tries to 

represent her party well, t show that they are working by excluding Labor Party. It 

seems that by overusing this pronoun shakes the unity of parties of UK. 

The leader was active feminist and as we know she is the second female prime 

minister after Margaret Thatcher. At the end part of her resignment speech, the leader 

expresses her opinion by saying that she hopes that she isn’t the last female Prime 

Minister, this act helps to look at her feministic nature: I will shortly leave the 

job…..[May 2019, EUROPE site link L:

The diagram shows us that Theresa May uses the pronoun we more than the 

pronoun I. The personal pronoun we is used by the politician to refer to her and 
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Conservative Party and to her as a citizen of UK. The usage of personal pronoun we 

indicates that the leader values value and is persuasive. The usage of the personal 

pronoun I indicates that the leader is authoritative, responsible, confident.  

2. Political Discourse Tactics and Strategies in Theresa May’s 

Speeches 

 

Political leaders have their own ways of using language, which determines their 

linguistic identity. Mostly, in her speeches Theresa May uses the tactics for enhancing 

her status. The former leader tries to do so, as she has lost authority during 

implementing Brexit deal. We have analyzed her speeches to reveal what tactics uses 

the politician. The analysis is done with the help of classification of Mihalyova on 

political discourse tactics and strategies. (Акопова  2013) 

In one of her last speeches as Prime Minister, she uses self- justification and 

discreditation tactics: That was my pitch to be…. [May 2019, EUROPE site link M: 

https://www.nytimes.com/2019/05/24/world/europe/may-speech.html]. The leader uses 

self-justification tactic by stating that achieving the Brexit deal was her pitch. 

I have striven… [May 2019, EUROPE site link M: 

https://www.nytimes.com/2019/05/24/world/europe/may-speech.html]. The politician 

justifies her actions, also we have the implicit meaning of her failure, so she tries to 

readjust her actions and present herself as a hardworking leader. 

[Full Text of Theresa May’s Resignation Speech which published in 

EUROPE site link M: https://www.nytimes.com/2019/05/24/world/europe/may-

speech.html]. Again, Theresa May tries to remind about her acting, by using self-

justification tactic. Moreover with the help of this technique the politician tries to 

withdraw the critiques driven to her, by simply saying that she implemented what 

people voted for. 

In the next Belfast speech we see more tactics used by the politician.  

She begins the speech with the tactic of self-representation as she presents 

herself as a leader who is the one who takes caf Northern Ireland:

to blame Theresa May and her followers. However, the politician escapes from the 

critique by softening the outcome of this debate.  

A fundamental belief in the Union of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is part 

of my political heritage as a Conservative and Unionist – and that will never change.

The leader has the huge llinguistic potential to revoke optimism in people’s 

hearts. She uses parallelism in order to positively convey the positive outcomes of the 

Brexit: But Brexit does not belong to MPs in Parliament.

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Further the leader uses again the tactic of presentation of her country. With the 

help of this tactic the leader is able to manipulate on the positive feelings of the 

audience. 

The politician divides her audience to those who voted for and for those who 

voted thus widely stating that this deal is beneficial for both.  The usage of the tactic of 

differentiation helps the leader to gather people’ belief towards her.  

Theresa May uses the tactic of discrediting her opponent, as she tries to show 

the opponent in negative light and openly accuses him of inaccuracy.    

The leader wisely uses the tactic on enhancement with the help of positive 

words like achievement, success, as the leader firstly analyses positive sides of Belfast 

Agreement, states its outcomes. The analysis is positive and is aimed at showing 

positive sides of  leader’s target.

To attract people’s attention Theresa May mostly uses syntactic construction. 

Parallelism helps the politician to hold the attention as these sentences similar to chain 

that have one message. With the help of tactic on lowering some target, the leader 

strongly tries to show the negative outcomes of the case when there would be no Brexit 

deal. 

Theresa May openly uses the tactic of accusation, moreover she discredits her 

opponent Jeremy Corbyn. The politician step by step tells her procedures towards 

building the connection with Jeremy Corbyn to come to the common point. However, 

we see that there was no answer from her opponent. So the politician transfers the 

consequences of negative outcome to Jeremy Corbyn. 

 The tactic of making fun is used by the leader to analyze the action of both 

sides. According to the leader’s opinion both sides are behaving themselves in a funny 

way by voting not according to their desires.

One of Theresa May’s  specific tactics is the tactic of self-representation. To 

present herself in a good light she lists her actions done towards achieving the deal. 

With the help of relisting technique, she states to people that she is working hard. 

Because of hard situation or the reason may lie in the linguistic identity, the 

leader uses the tactic of accusation and discreditation. Theresa May is working on 

Brexit deal for two years and yet there were no positive results.  In her speeches she 

uses these tactics so to avoid the full responsibility. 

It is obvious that Theresa May’s linguistic profile is rich. One of the unique 

peculiarities is that she has the ability to combine tactics. She uses one tactic with the 

aim to succeed in second tactic. For example in the first part of her statement she uses 

the communicative strategy of creating psychological tension to implement it on 

creating positive self-image. She created self-image to give promise. So it is obvious 

that firstly she creates tension by emphasizing the issues in Northern Ireland , then she 

uses this situation for herself to show that she will not stay motionless, she will do 

something, and this her act will mean that the audience accepts her as a strong leader. 

The tactic of giving promise is also used by the leader:

With the help of her speeches it is obvious that the leader is helpless, as she 

expresses her hope for positive outcome from House of Commons. This can be her 

technique to ask for a help: 

The leader also is able to create psychological tension using the fear of Ireland 

and Northern Ireland citizens. To do this the tactic of forecasting helps the politician.

We can conclude that the language profile of Theresa May is rich. The politician 

is able to wisely communicate and political discourse strategies for her own aims and 
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targets. The leader mostly uses the tactics like self representation and justification, 

giving promise and also she likes to discredit her opponents. While analyzing her 

speeches we noticed that because of the hard situation the leader always tries tries to 

justify herself and present herself in a good way so to avoid criticism. However, 

because of failure she couldn’t run away from criticism from the MPs. In her speeches 

we notice the excessive usage of the tactic of giving promise. This also indicates her 

desire to fight despite hardships and do everything she can to deliver the Brexit Deal. 

 

3. Non-verbal Communication in Defining Linguistic Identity of 

Theresa May as a Political Leader of Great Britain 

 

One of the text external factors that help to shape the identity of a political leader 

is non-verbal language. Non-verbal language always bears some meaning, with the help 

of it political experts explore the very nature of the speaker, their hidden secrets, even 

their fears. 

We will examine the non-verbal language of Theresa May to explore her 

linguistic identity. 

Peter Collet body language expert examines the non-verbal language of Theresa 

May: 

Nodding - Theresa May nods a lot to get people to mimic her, to give the 

impression that they agree with her.

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While analyzing non-verbal language of Theresa May we noticed that the 

politician began to not walk straightly, she acquired concave posture, we also noticed 

fake smiles while watching her videos. Theresa May during her three years service had 

health problems like coughing and also she tried hard to get the attention from the 

audience by dancing on the audience. By dancing she wanted to seem trendy and be 

close to her nation. However adopting concave posture means that she has health both 

physical and psychological indicate her helplessness, lose of power and confidence. 
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Conclusion to chapter 2 

 

So, having defined the terms like discourse, political discourse and linguistic 

identity in the first chapter, we have done discourse analysis on the speeches of Theresa 

May including the lexical and grammatical cohesion analysis, political discourse tactics 

and strategies analysis and the analysis of non-verbal language of the politician. The 

first part was devoted to lexical and grammatical cohesion analysis. The following 

analyses were done. They are: 

 Lexical cohesion analysis  

 Grammatical Cohesion analysis  

 Personal Deixis in Theresa May’s speech 

 The Usage of Conjunctions in Theresa May’s speeches 

The analysis was done by taking the samples from the recent speeches of 

Theresa May. We can state that the politician uses some grammatical construction to 

achieve some aim, persuade the audience and emphasize her points. We have drawn 

diagrams to visualize her lexicon and the usage of grammatical constructions. By 

analyzing the usage personal deixis and conjunctions by Theresa May we have 

identified her linguistic peculiarities such as that the politician is eager to use such 

pronouns like we and I that define her as the politician that knows how to persuade her 

audience by creating the sense of unity and the second pronoun defines her as the one 

who takes the responsibility and is authoritative. We have come to the conclusion that 

British politician  uses language to persuade her audience and achieve target. 

Having carried out the discourse analysis in the first part of second chapter, we 

continued studying the tactics and strategies used by the politician. As a base for our 

analysis, we took the recent speeches of Theresa May on the Brexit topic. With the help 

of political discourse tactics and strategies analysis we defined the ways of how the 

politician uses language and for what these ways are employed. So we have found out 

that the politician has the proficient ability to use political discourse tactics and 

strategies and this ability is one of the core reasons of her political success. 
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In the third and last part of the second chapter we have carried out the analysis 

of the non-verbal language of the politician and have come to the conclusion that the 

psychological state of Theresa May was at its highest in the beginning of her service, 

however it has worsened with time. The reason of it is her failure in delivering the 

Brexit deal. 
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CHAPTER 3. LINGUISTIC IDENTITY OF THERESA MAY AS A 

POLITICAL LEADER OF GREAT BRITAIN: PRAGMATIC, COGNITIVE 

AND RHETORICAL ASPECTS 

 

1. Pragmatic Aspect of Theresa May’s speeches 

Here we will investigate the speech from the Pragmatics perspective. We studied 

five fundamental speech acts such as: representatives, directives, commisives, and 

declaratives. 

Figure below represents the speech acts found in the speech. Theresa May uses 

almost all the speech act items in her “new Brexit speech”. The former PM begins her 

speech with assertion: 

The politician begins her speech by reminding the audience about her work 

experience, explaining that immediately after becoming Prime Minister, she began to 

work on Withdrawal Agreement. It is a good way to assert the fact and explain the 

reason of failure. 

Theresa May delivers her psychological state with the help of her given 

opinions. She states her opinion by saying that she believed that this goal will unite 

people, moreover she says about her past predictions, she knew that this deal was not 

going to be simple. This is an expressive speech act item as the leader expresses her 

psychological state. 

One of the mostly used speech act items by the leader is the directive. The leader 

in this speech is eager to challenge people with the negative outcome of Brexit deal. 

Theresa May challenges people by listing her aims, she wants to deliver the fact that she 

works for the sake of her country. The leader challenges people with the negative 

outcome of the Brexit deal: how we leave the EU [May, 2019, Brexit Central] 

Theresa May uses commissive speech act item, as she states her promises on this 

new deal. This act helps the leader to state what is going to change. 

In order to visually represent the frequency of speech act items used we have 

drawn the figure. 
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Figure 3. 1 Speech Act Items in the speech 
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The speech acts with the highest frequencies are the representatives and 

directives. Representatives make up 49 sentences out of 171 sentences, as well as 

directives. Representatives in the speech include assertions, statement of facts.  

The next speech act is the directive, which also comprises of 49 sentences and is 

28 % out of 100%. The leader mostly uses this act to challenge people. The following 

speech act is the commissive, the leader mostly uses it to explain what is going to 

change in the new deal:  

This speech act contains of 39 sentences which is 23%. The last act is an 

expressive act which is 34 sentences and is 20%. Theresa May uses this act to express 

her inner state and opinion: 

Because of the continuous failure leader is eager to ask for help which indicates 

her helplessness. Thisact shows that now she is powerless to reach her goals.  

Following this step we have reviewed ten more speeches from pragmatics 

perspective. So we have concluded that the most used speech act is representatives that 

is almost the half, followed by commissives that is 21%, then directives 15%, 

expressives 14%, and finally the declaratives that is only 1%. This diagram indicates 

that Theresa May firstly asserts, is eager to commit herself to actions, challenges, 

expresses her inner emotional state and finally declares.

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2. Cognitive Aspect in Theresa May’s speeches 

 

Cognitive aspect is considered to be an analysis. This type of an analysis can 

affect any statement verbal or non-verbal, aimed at communication with other 

individuals. The statement itself refers to the speaker of this or that social group, 

because its specific expression of thought implies a focus on the use of language in a 

specific social context. Our case is political as we are analyzing the politician’s speech. 

The application of cognitive model into political discourse consists of three main 

characteristics: 

1. Characterizing a politician as a linguistic identity; characteristics 

of the speaker’s cognitive and speech strategies; 

2. Characterization of communicative-pragmatic area or context; 

3. Characterization of linguistic space, or text.

According to the table above, we see that the degree of difficulty is high due to 

long, meaningful and accurate analysis of the topic. Theresa May reflects reality by 

stating facts, arguing and making analysis based on their consequences. Lastly, the 

goals of her political address is reinforcing her policies (mainly Brexit deal), united and 

stable nation. 

There are several cognitive-speech strategies used by a speaker or politician 

like: Generalization, giving examples, correction, intensification, concession, repetition, 

contrast, softening, and implication (Shapochkin, 2012) 

Followings are examples of cognitive-speech strategies used by Theresa May in 

her speech on ‘‘New Brexıt deal’’:

3. Rhetorical Analysis of Theresa May’s speeches 

 

The connection between language, politics and rhetoric is significant. As every 

speech produced the politician can be considered as rhetoric. And every speech has its 

purpose. So Theresa May also had its own purpose while delivering her speeches. In 

rhetoric there are three ways to deliver any message. They are ethos, logos and pathos. 

Ethos is the credibility, logos is the reason and pathos is the emotions. These are 

persuasive appeals to persuade the audience and are strong tools in the hands of 

politicians. 

Firstly to understand the essence of these three persuasive appeals we are to 

analyze Theresa May’s “New Brexit Deal” speech. The leader begins her speech by 

explaining her credibility: I became..[May 2019, BREXIT CENTRAL Link A):

deal/]. If we want to believe someone we must know the credibility of this person. In 

other words is this person worthy to be heard? So Theresa May firstly reminds the 

audience about her experience. So the first thing she does is that she shows her 

credibility. 

Further the politician continues her speech by appealing to the emotions of the 

audience:

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Further in her speech we see that the leader appeals to the patriotism of the 

audience.

The leader delivers her statements with the help of facts. The usage of facts, 

statistics, proofs prove that the politician is persuasive and is able to use logical appeal. 

Here the leader uses exact date and exact number of MPs to make her statement 

persuasive. 

The most effective persuasive appeal is considered to be an emotional. As this 

appeal makes the speaker and listener close and works fast. Theresa May can use this 

appeal. She is able to create close bond with the nation:And I am happy... [May 2019, 

BREXIT CENTRAL Link AD): https://brexitcentral.com/full-text-of-theresa-mays-

speech-introducing-her-nebrexit-deal/]. In the next example the leader uses threatening 

tone and plays on the emotions of people. She wants people be serious and states that if 

no deal it is absolutely bad for the country. 

 I do not believe this is a route that we should take, because I think….. [Full text 

of Theresa May’s speech introducing her “new Brexit deal”  May 21, 2019 BREXIT

leader uses strong persuasive appeal like pathos:  

Firstly, in the speech the leader appeals to the positive feelings of the audience 

by binding prosperous future with the Brexit deal. Then the leader reminds the audience 

about the consequences of No Brexit deal. She states that everybody must take some 

responsibility in delivering Brexit. Her idea is that the Brexit is the solution for 

everything:  But we will…[May 2019BREXIT CENTRAL Link AG):

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We can conclude that Theresa May uses the three persuasive appeals almost 

equally in this speech. This means that the leader isnt lacking any of persuasive skills.  

To make the rhetorical analysis persuasive we have analyzed ten speeches of 

Theresa May and came to the conclusion that the leader uses mostly logos as it is 51% 

out of 100%, pathos is 27% and ethos is 22%.

We have analyzed 30 speeches of Theresa May and have come to the conclusion 

that Theresa May is educated person and politician who can easily employ all 

persuasive apeeals.

In conclusion, we can state that the leader uses all 

three persuasive appeals successively. The mostly used rhetorical tool is logos, then 

pathos and ethos.

In this chapter, we worked on the various types of analyses like pragmatic, 

cognitive and rhetoric. We can say that these aspects reveal the linguistic identity of the 

politician deeply from various perspectives. For example: 

 Pragmatic aspect of Theresa May’s speeches 

 Cognitive aspect of Theresa May’s speeches 

 Rhetoric as aspect of  Theresa May’s speeches  

The practical part of this paper is devoted to the pragmatic, cognitive and 

rhetorical analysis of Theresa May’s speeches. This chapter considers the recent 

speeches of the politician on Brexit deal. 

              Having done pragmatic analysis on Theresa May May’s speeches , we 

can conclude that firstly she asserts, then is eager to commit herself to actions, further 

challenges, expresses her inner emotional state and finally declares. To this conclusion 

we have come with the help of the pragmatic analysis of the speech acts used by 

Theresa May: We have concluded that the most used speech act is representatives that 

is almost the half, followed by commissives that is 21%, then directives 15%, 

expressives 14%, and finally the declaratives that is only 1%. So we can state that the 

politician’s linguistic profile is quite rich with speech acts and we also can state that she 

employs language to reach targets. 

Having done cognitive analysis on Theresa May May’s speeches,  we can say 

that Theresa May’s  speech characteristics’ difficulty is quite high as the leader analyses 

and makes arguments. Cognitive speech strategies and contextual analysis help to reveal 

the linguistic identity as the one who can deal with the audience and use difficult speech 

strategies. So we can say that the leader is capable of dealing with the audience and is 

able to cope with difficult cognitive speech strategies. 

Having done rhetorical analysis we can state that the leader uses all three 

persuasive appeals successively. The mostly used rhetorical tool is logos, then pathos 

and ethos. So we can conclude that the leader is successive in using statistics and facts, 
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she is also able to appeal on the emotions of her audience and thirdly she copes with 

demonstrating her credibility. 

To conclude, we can state that the pragmatic, cognitive and rhetorical analyses 

help to deeply reveal the linguistic identity and the hidden messages, aims of the 

politician. 
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CONCLUSION 

This Master thesis is intended to examine linguistic identity of Theresa May as a 

political leader of Great Britain. The selected speeches are mostly the recent speeches 

that are about Brexit deal. These speeches are chosen for the purpose of examining the 

politician while she is in hard times. Along with studying and analyzing the term 

discourse, we worked in the context of one more important term, which is political 

discourse.  

In theoretical background of the research, we have investigated and have done 

following tasks: 

 The formation and evolution of the discourse and discourse 

analysis, which makes it possible to most fully characterize discourse as the tool 

for discovering the linguistic identity. The main trends in the transformation of 

the theory of discourse in the humanities are traced. Variants of alternative 

theories of the discourse analysis are explored. 

 Defining the term political discourse within linguistics. Providing 

the names of different literary scholars and linguists and mention their works 

related to the term of the political discourse. The history of political discourse 

and the authenticity of the term were included. 

 Related terms such as deixis, conjunctions, linguistic identity 

were defined. Definitions, opinions, theories were given exactly in this chapter 

of the thesis paper. 

 The rhetoric was defined in the same manner as the discourse. 

The ideas and works of prominent figures like Aristotle was  mentioned.  

 

Along with these tasks we have defined the basic and essential terms of the 

paper by means of reliable sources, exactly dictionaries and encyclopedias, as well as 

theories proposed by researchers. Finally, Chapter 1 of this master thesis can serve as a 

theoretical background for the following, practical chapters, of the thesis.  
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In the second chapter of the work we have analyzed and revealed the recent 

speeches of Theresa May and found out her unique linguistic peculiarities like the usage 

of person deixis and conjunction by the politician and revealed her targets along with 

linguistic peculiarities. Through the analysis of political discourse tactics and strategies 

we have defined that her professional and educational backgrounds are strong enough 

that the politician is able to use various political discourse strategies and tactics to 

achieve her aims. Moreover non-verbal language of the politician assisted to understand 

her inner psychological state. 

Analysis and the information of this chapter is supported by tables and figures to 

present vivid picture of the linguistic identity of Theresa May.  

 

In the last chapter of the thesis, we have done three types of linguistic analyses 

such as pragmatic, cognitive and rhetoric aspects. With the help of these analyses we 

have come to the conclusion that despite hardships Theresa May could stay strong. 

Pragmatic and cognitive aspect helped to define that the educational background of 

Theresa May is strong because the leader is able to use difficult language strategies to 

achieve her aims and the employment of speech acts define the leader as the confident 

politician. Rhetoric aspect is the aspect that helped us to prove that the leader is 

persuasive. 

Discourse analysis along with other types of linguistic analyses helped to reveal 

the linguistic identity of Theresa May as a political leader of Great Britain. Having 

written this dissertation we have concluded that language is a gate to the personality of a 

man. With the help of language it is possible to understand the inner world of a man, 

reveal hidden aims and motives. Also by analyzing the speeches of Theresa May we 

have concluded that the politician has her unique language peculiarities that prove her 

as a smart, persuasive language user. Moreover as a politician Theresa May is able to 

use difficult cognitive speech strategies and political discourse tactics and strategies. 

Through the analysis of non-verbal language of Theresa May we have come to the 

conclusion that failure in delivering Brexit affected her psychological state, her 

confidence has worsened compared to the onset of her service.
